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Introduction

A. Early History

Almost all of the Wheelocks in Charlton descend from three brothers, Jonathan, Paul, and David,
sons of Benjamin Wheelock and Huldah Thayer of Mendon, MA. Benjamin took care to endow
each of his male children with enough land to make a living. Between 1735 and 1740 he granted
land to these three sons "in consideration of parental love". The land was in the County Gore, later
to be annexed to Charlton. Two of the houses built by these men still stand, over 250 years later.
Paul's house, on Gould Road, stands opposite Whee Laddie Pond, serving now (2004) as a
religious retreat; Jonathan's house stands on Stafford Road, a few doors down from the Rider
Tavern, built by his son, Eli Wheelock.

When these houses were built, the County Gore was part of neighboring Oxford, and was poorly

represented in town affairs. Unhappy with this situation, residents of the Gore petitioned to separate
from Oxford and become part of Charlton. In 1750 Jonathan, David and others signed a petition to

The Rider Tavern in Charlton, MA.

this effect. It was rejected, but in 1757 the wish of the petitioners was finally granted, and the
County Gore became what is now known as the Charlton Northside.

Jonathan, Paul, and David played significant roles in the early history of Charlton. All served on the
board of selectmen at one time or another. Jonathan was was one of the first district officers
elected in 1758 after the annexation of the Northside. Paul was a Captain in the local militia, and
one of the wealthier men in town. David, along with his nephews Peter and Eli (and others)
purchased a tract of land in Vermont which later became the town of Calais. His son, Abijah,
became the first permanent settler of the town. Though David never settled there, two of his
children, and several nephews and nieces did, giving rise to a line of Wheelocks there that still
thrive.

B. The Great Sickness

In the summer of 1759 severe disease plagued the residents of Charlton. Referred to as the "great
sickness", many families were devastated. It is not known for certain what contagion tore through
the community that year, but it may have been influenza. Paul Wheelock's family seems to have
been spared, but his brothers were not so lucky. David lost his wife and three children in late July
and early August. Jonathan lost five children in late July.

C. The Revolutionary War

At least nine Wheelock boys served in the Revolutionary War: Asa, Peter and Eli, sons of Jonathan;
Seth, Paul, John, and Adams, sons of Paul; Abner and David, sons of David.

Asa, Seth, and Peter marched on the Lexington Alarm, 19 Apr 1775, in the first battle of the war,
under Captain Jacob Davis. It is unlikely they arrived in time for the battle, but the three stayed in
Roxbury for a week or two, participating in the seige of Boston that followed the battle. With the
men off fighting, many families were left unable to tend farm and earn a living. In 1779 a committee
consisting of David Wheelock and two others was chosen to provide for the families of Charlton. In
September of that year they raised 900 pounds for that purpose.

D. Post War Migrations

After the revolution, many New England families moved west seeking new lands and opportunities.
The 1790s saw many people from Charlton following this pattern. Among them were Edward
Wheelock and his family who went to Genesee and Erie Counties in western New York, probably
around 1794. His brother, Adams, also had children who went to Erie County.

While many Wheelocks stayed in Charlton and nearby Spencer, a large contingent of the family

went to Calais, Vermont in the 1790s and early 1800s. Jacob Davis, a resident of Charlton,
Corporal in the Revolutionary War, and friend of the Wheelock family organized a purchase of land
in upstate Vermont. David, Eli, and Peter Wheelock were among the sixty original proprieters of
this parcel, which was later named Calais. The Wheelock family contributed heavily to the
development of Calais, and are to be found amongst it residents today. Marcus Warren Waite
wrote a book about this family, entitled "The Wheelock Family of Calais, VT", published in 1940 by
the Driftwind Press, Montpelier, VT.

Several members of the family moved to Pennsylvania, including Abner Wheelock (b. 9 Oct 1796 in
Charlton) who appears in Erie Co, PA in the 1850 Census; and Phoebe Wheelock (b. 20 Feb 1765
or 1775 in Charlton).

Some members of the family have not been traced; their whereabouts remains a mystery. Among
these are several children of Benjamin Wheelock (b. 11 Apr 1745, Charlton). Benjamin did not
record the births of his children in the Charlton Vital Records, but their names are known from
Worcester County probate records. Paul Wheelock (b. 8 Mar 1785, Charlton) is also untraced.

There are no gravestones for the three founding brothers, but they are no doubt buried in the
Northside Cemetery, where most of the Charlton Wheelock headstones are to be found. The
cemetery lies between land owned by Paul and Jonathan.

1. Ralph " Wheelock , born 1600, in Shropshire, England,” died 11 Jan 1683/84, in Medfield,
Norfolk, MA.” He married Rebecca Clarke 17 May 1630, in Wramplingham, Norfolk, England.’ She
was the daughter of Thomas Clarke and Mary Canne. Rebecca Clarke was born about 1610, bapt.
26 Aug 1610,” died 1 Jan 1680/81, in Medfield, Norfolk, MA.?

Notes for Ralph Wheelock: Reverend Ralph Wheelock, Puritan, educator, and founder was born in
Shropshire, England in 1600. The origins of his surname can be traced back to the tenth century in
Wheelock Village, near Sandbach, in the County of Cheshire. Ralph was educated at Cambridge
University, Clare Hall. He matriculated in 1623, obtained a Bachelor of Arts degree in 1626, and a
Master of Arts in 1631.

At that time, Cambridge was the center of the dissenting religious movement that gave rise to
Puritanism. His contemporaries at Cambridge University included John Milton and John Eliot,
whose liberal views he seemed to share. The persecution of those with Puritan beliefs ran high
during this period, which undoubtedly motivated Rev. Wheelock to participate in "The Great
Migration" which brought many new immigrants to the Massachusetts Bay Colony. By one account,
20,000 came to New England during the peak years of the migration between 1630 and 1640 [1].

On 6 May 1630, in England, Rev. Wheelock was ordained priest by Francis White, Bishop of the
Norfolk Diocese [12]. Shortly thereafter, on 17 May 1630, he married Rebecca Clarke. At least
three children were born to the family in England (Mary Wheelock, baptised in Banham, County of
Norfolk, 2 Sep 1631; Gershom Wheelock, baptised in the village of Eccles, County of Norfolk, 3 Jan
1632/33 [2]; and Rebecca Wheelock, baptised in the village of Eccles, County of Norfolk, 24 Aug
1634 [10]). Rev. Wheelock served clerical duties at the parish in Eccles, where Gershom and
Rebecca were baptised, indicated by his signature as "local curate” on the register pages that
record his children's baptisms [11].

Rev. Wheelock, his wife Rebecca, and at least three children sailed for the Massachusetts Bay
Colony in 1637, just 7 years after Boston was first settled, and during the peak of the "Great
Migration" [3]. Some Wheelock historians have suggested that Rebecca gave birth to a daughter
aboard ship, but no definitive proof is available [4].

Upon arrival, Rebecca and Ralph Wheelock settled in Watertown, Massachusetts. There Rev.
Wheelock participated in a plan to create a new settlement further up the Charles River, to be
called Contentment (later renamed Dedham). In 1638 Rev. Wheelock became one of the earliest
settlers and a founder of Dedham. He lived there with his wife for more than a decade, and played
a leading role in the affairs of the town. The records at Dedham show that Ralph and Rebecca had

four children there: Benjamin, Samuel, Record, and Experience.

In July 1637, Rev. Ralph Wheelock signed the 'Dedham Covenant' which was in effect the founding
constitution of the settlers of Dedham. In 1639 he and seven others were chosen for "ye ordering of
towne affayers according unto Courte Order in that behalf." The powers that these eight men had
were probably similar to the town selectment of modern times. He was also appointed to assist the
surveyor ("measurer") in laying out the boundaries of the town.

On 13 Mar 1638/9, Rev. Wheelock was declared a freeman [5], which allowed him to exercise the
full right of suffrage and to hold public office. To become a freeman, it was necessary to be a
member in good standing of a local church, and to appear before the General Court and take an
oath whose essential elements swore to good citizenship and good religious character.

In 1642, Ralph Wheelock was appointed the General Court clerk of writs. The General Court was
the central court of the Bay Colony, with powers granted by the British Crown to decide legal
matters, to dispense lands, and to establish laws. At this point in time (1643), the population of the
Bay Colony was about 18,000 [6].

In 1645 he was appointed one of the commissioners authorized to "solemnize" marriages, which at
the time was a civil rather than religious duty.

Although Rev. Wheelock was an ordained minister, his greater inclinations were toward teaching,
which he did with great fervor and in various capacities throughout his life. Rev. Wheelock was
probably the first public school teacher in America. On 1 Feb 1644 a Dedham town meeting voted
for the first free school in Massachusetts, to be supported by town taxes. Rev. Ralph Wheelock was
the first teacher at this school. Three years later, in 1647, the General Court decreed that every
town with 50 families or more must build a school supported by public taxes. [9]

By the late 1640's Dedham was becoming quite populous, and it was decided to establish a new
township further up the Charles River, out of a tract of land that was then part of Dedham. Reuv.
Wheelock was appointed leader of this effort, and in 1649 he and six others were given the duties
of erecting and governing a new village, to be called New Dedham, later renamed Medfield.

In May, 1651, the town of Medfield was granted the full powers of an independent town by the
General Court of Massachusetts. In this year Rev. Ralph Wheelock and his family removed to
Medfield, where he lived the remaining 32 years of his life. The records at Medfield show that Ralph
and Rebecca had one child there - Eleazar Wheelock whose grandson would become the founder
and first president of Dartmouth College.

Though others participated in the establishment of the Town of Medfield, Rev. Ralph Wheelock is
considered to be it's primary founder. As leader of the previously mentioned committee of seven, it
is almost certain [7] that Rev. Wheelock wrote the document called "The Agreement" which, for a
time, every new settler of Medfield had to sign. "The Agreement" stated that the signatories were to

abide by the town ordinances and laws, maintain orderly conduct, and resolve differences between
themselves peaceably.

Rev. Ralph Wheelock was granted the first house lot in Medfield (12 acres), and served on the first
Board of Selectmen (1651). He subsequently served on the Board of Selectmen in 1652-1654, and
again in 1659. In 1653 he took up a collection for Harvard College, the first college in America.
Fund raising for Harvard was probably a regular event, being a primary source of revenue for the
fledgling institution.

In 1655, the town voted 15 pounds to be used to establish a "schoule for the educataion of the
children, to be raised by a rate according as men have taken up lands, and the rest of the
maintenance to be raised upon the children that goe to schoule" [8]. Rev. Ralph Wheelock was the
first schoolmaster. In his book "Mr. Ralph Wheelock, Puritan”, the Rev. Lewis Hicks speculates that
Rev. Wheelock remained schoolmaster for a period of 8 years.

Every year, Medfield chose a representative to the General Court in Massachusetts. Rev.
Wheelock held this position in the years 1653, 1663, 1664, 1666, and 1667.

Rebecca (Clarke) Wheelock died on 1 Jan 1680/1 in Medfield. Two years later, Rev. Wheelock
died, in the 84th year of his life.

Rev. Wheelock played an active and important role in the settling of the Massachusetts Bay
Colony. He was instrumental in establishing two new towns, and held virtually every office of
importance in both of them. Furthermore, he was at the forefront of establishing the educational
foundations of the country.

His descendents would also prove to play an important a role in settling New England and the rest
of America. His son, Benjamin, was a founder of the Town of Mendon. Among his
great-grandchildren were founders of several New England towns, as well as Eleazar Wheelock,
the founder of Dartmouth. Succeeding generations would push farther west, settling the frontiers in
New York, Michigan, Illinois, Nova Scotia, and Texas, establishing impressive credentials as
teachers, writers, soldiers, pioneers, and businessmen.

of "The New England Historical and Genealogical Register"”, vol 152, entitled "The English Ancestry
of Joseph Clark (1613-1683) of Dedham and Medfield, Massachusetts" provides compelling
evidence that Rev. Wheelock indeed married Rebecca Clarke.

The key components of this evidence are as follows. First, the parish registers of Wraplingham,
County of Norfolk, England, contain a recording of the marriage between Ralph Wheelock, cleric,
and Rebecca Clarke, 17 May 1630. Second, the will of Rebecca's father, Thomas Clark, refers to
his grandaughter Marye Wheelock. Third, the baptism of Marye Wheelock, daughter of Ralph
Wheelock, cleric, is recorded in the Banham, County of Norfolk parish registers. (Banham is near
Wraplingham). Fourth, the will of William Clark, uncle to Elizabeth Clarke, is witnessed by Ralph
Wheelocke "in his unmistakable hand".

Ralph Wheelock's will refers to George Barber as his "brother-in-law". This led to the speculation
that the maiden name of Rebecca must have been Barber. But it is shown in the article that George
Barber married Rebecca Clarke's sister, Elizabeth Clarke, thereby explaining the reference in Ralph
Wheelock's will.

Children of Ralph Wheelock and Rebecca Clarke:

Mary Wheelock , bapt. 2 Sep 1631, in Banham, Norfolk, England.’ She married
Joseph Miles 28 Jan 1662/63, in Medfield, MA.” Joseph Miles was born about
1635.

The baptism record of Mary Wheelock in the church records at Banham,
England notes that Mary was the "daught of Ralph Wheelock Cleric." Thomas
Clarke references Mary in his will dated 11 July 1637, as "my grandaughter".

He married Hannah Stodder 18 May 1658,
in Medfield, Norfolk, MA.* Hannah Stodder was born about 1638, in England.

The baptism record for Gershom was found in the Register at the village of
Eccles, near Banham, Norfolk, England. The record reads as follows: "Gersham
Wheelocke filius Radolphi Wheelocke baptisatus fuit 3 die Jan:1632/33".

William S. Tilden, "History of Medfield, Massachusetts, 1650-1886", 1886,
writes the following about Gershom: "Gershom was in the list for Mr. Wilson's
rate in 1657 [1], and probably came of age about that time. He married Hannah
Stodder, daughter of John of Hingham, in 1658. In 1663, he had liberty from the
town to cut "200 sedar plank™ in the common swamp. His house stood on the
Harbor Island road, a short distance south-west of the present residence of
Charles Hamant. He rung the bell and swept the meeting-house in 1674, for
which the town paid him 2 pounds, 15 shillings. The next year, he assisted in
thatching the meeting-house. His house was burned by the Indians in 1676, and
it appears to have been rebuilt on the same spot [2]. He died in 1684, and in
1690 his heirs sold the homestead to Joseph Plimpton."

Rebecca Wheelock , bapt. 24 Aug 1634, in Eccles, Norfolk, England,’ died Nov
1667, in Roxbury, Suffolk, MA.” She married John Crafts 7 Jun 1654, in
Roxbury, Suffolk, MA.” John Crafts was born 10 Jul 1630, in Roxbury, Suffolk,
MA,’ died 3 Oct 1685, in Roxbury, Suffolk, MA."

The record of Rebecca's baptism was found at the village of Eccles, which is
just west of Banham, Norfolk, England, where the baptismal record of
Rebecca's sister, Mary, was found. It reads as follows: "Rebeckah Wheelocke
filia Radolphus Wheelocke & Rebeckah Uxoris eius baptisatus Vicesimo quarto
[24th] Aug: 1634"

The Roxbury Vital Records indicate that Rebecca died in childbirth, though no
such child is shown in the VRs. The date of death is given as 28 Nov 1667; the
date of burial 24 Nov 1667 [sic].

Notes for John Crafts: John Crafts was the son of Griffin and Alice Crafts of
Roxbury, MA. (Source: "The Crafts Family: A Genealogical and Biographical
History...", J. M. Crafts and W. F. Crafts, 1893.)

Peregrina Wheelock , died 1 Apr 1671, in Medfield, Norfolk, MA.” She married
John Warfield 26 Oct 1669, in Medfield, Norfolk, MA.”

The birth of Peregrina is not recorded in Dedham or Medfield, nor has any
record of her birth been found in England. Early genealogical writings for the
Wheelock surname often report that Rebecca Wheelock gave birth to a
daughter at sea during their 1637 voyage to the Massachusetts Bay Colony. If
there is any truth to this story, then it must have been Peregrina, since the births
of the other children are accounted for. In this regard, the name "Peregrina" is
suggestive. The word peregrinate means "to journey or travel from place to
place". It is derived from the Latin peregrinari which means "to travel in foreign
lands". Ralph, schooled in Latin, might very well have chosen this name based
on the circumstances of her birth.

Benjamin Wheelock , born 8 Jan 1639/40, in Dedham, Suffolk, MA,” died about
1720, in Mendon, Worcester, MA.

Samuel Wheelock , born 22 Sep 1642, in Dedham, Suffolk, MA,’ died 23 Oct
1698, in Medfield, Norfolk, MA.* He married Sarah Kendricke 3 Apr 1678, in
Medfield, Norfolk, MA.” Sarah Kendricke was born about 1648.

William S. Tilden, "The History of Medfield, Massachusetts, 1650-1886",
published 1886, writes of Samuel as follows: "Samuel married at Rehoboth in
1678 Sarah Kendrick. He inherited the original Wheelock estate on the cornor of
North Street. He died in 1698, and his widow married in 1703 Josiah Rockwood.
The place passed into the possession of his brother Eleazar."

Samuel's birth date is recorded in the Dedham Vital Records as: "22 of 7th
Month 1642".

vii. Record Wheelock , born 15 Dec 1644, in Dedham, Suffolk, MA,° died 26 Jul
1726." She married Increase Ward 3 Oct 1672, in Medfield, Norfolk, MA.
Increase Ward was born 22 Jan 1644, in Sudbury, Middlesex, MA,’ died 25 Aug
1690, in Marlborough, Middlesex, MA,’ buried in Spring Hill Cemetery,
Marlborough, MA."”

Record Wheelock's birth is recorded in the Dedham Vital Records as follows:
"15 of 10th Month 1644"

Increase Ward and Record Wheelock resided in Marlborough, in a part that was
later set off as Northborough. His farm was by the river. It included the
twenty-four acres of Abraham Williams's house-lot, purchased from Williams by
William Ward. He operated a sawmill near the spot where later there were
cotton factories. Increase Ward was town clerk in 1689, and probably earlier.
His tombstone is the oldest of the Ward stones preserved in Spring Hill
Cemetery. (Source: The William Ward Genealogy by Martyn, 1925. Page 72; by
way of Walter T. Wheelock, "The Wheelock Family in America, 1637-1969")

Notes for Increase Ward: The Marlborough Vital Records report that Increase
died "in his 46th yr". He was the son of William Ward and Elizabeth .

viii. Experience Wheelock , born about 1648, bapt. 3 Sep 1648, in Dedham,
Suffolk, MA,’ died 27 Feb 1710, in Medfield, Norfolk, MA.” She married Joseph
Warren 21 May 1668, in Medfield, Norfolk, MA.” Joseph Warren was born about
1644, in Weymouth, Norfolk, MA, died 18 Nov 1719, in Medfield, Norfolk, MA,
buried Nov 1719.

Experience's birth date is recorded in the Dedham Vital Records, but is illegible.
Her baptism date is give as "3rd day 7th month 1648".

iXx. Eleazar Wheelock , born 3 May 1654, in Medfield, Norfolk, MA,” died 24 Mar
1730/31, in Medfield, Norfolk, MA,” buried in Vine Lake Cemetery, Medfield,
MA.” He married (1) Elizabeth Fuller 17 Apr 1678, in Rehoboth, Bristol, MA."
Elizabeth Fuller was born 1655/58, in Rehoboth, MA, died 11 Jan 1688/89, in
Mendon, Worcester, MA."” He married (2) Mary Chenery. She was the daughter
of Isaac Chenery and Elizabeth Gamlin. Mary Chenery was born 21 Nov 1662,
in Medfield, Norfolk, MA,” died 23 Oct 1732, in Medfield, Norfolk, MA,” buried in
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Vine Lake Cemetery, Medfield, MA."

William S. Tilden ("History of Medfield, Massachusetts, 1650-1886", 1887)
writes as follows: "The first notice of him in the town records is in 1676, when he
killed four wolves. He removed to Mendon soon after his [first] marriage. He was
a surveyor of land there in 1681. He distinguished himself as a hunter of wild
beasts while living in Mendon. Afterward, returning to Medfield about 1701, he
purchased of Grindal Rawson the Wilson homestead, where the town hall now
stands. He also became owner of the original Wheelock estate on the west
corner of North Street. Captain Wheelock was selectman in 1720, and was a
prominent man in town affairs. He died in 1731." (Pg. 508)

"In 1705, Isaac Chenery, Sen., of Dedham [father of Mary], deeded lands to his
son-in-law, Eleazar Wheelock." (Pg. 339)

Mr. Tilden writes of Rev. John Wilson's widow, shortly after his death: "[Mrs.
Wilson] was living in Mendon in 1702, probably with her youngest daughter, the
estate here [Medfield] having been sold in 1701 to Eleazar Wheelock, who
transformed it into an inn."

Adin Ballou ("History of the Town of Milford, Worcester County, From Its First
Settlement to 1881", 1882) writes as follows: "Two of his [Rev. Ralph
Wheelock's] sons settled in Mendon, perhaps before their father's death; for
they paid parochial taxes there in in 1685 or 1686. Their names were Benjamin
and Eliazer, or Eleazer. Eliazer settled in the vicinity of "Goat Hill" and "Wolf
Hill," in the now northerly part of Uxbridge, on the "Great River". He was a very
daring man, and became famous as a hunter and exterminator of ferocious wild
beasts, then fearfully abundant.”

His will was written 29 Jan 1730, and is on file at the Suffolk County Probate
Court, case 6086. In it he mentions his wife Mary, his son Ralph of Windham,
his daughter Rebecca Adams, his granddaughter Ester Wales, his
granddaughter Elizabeth Holbrook "in her Mothers Right", his three
grandchildren Mary Lawrence, Daniel Lawrence, and Ester Lawrence, "In Right
of their Mother my Daughter Mary", his granddaughter Elizabeth "the Daughter
of my Son Ralph Wheelock", his son Ephraim Wheelock, and his grandsons
Eleazar and Ralph, sons of Ephraim.

2. Benjamin “ Wheelock (Ralph®), born 8 Jan 1639/40, in Dedham, Suffolk, MA,” bapt. 12 Feb
1639/40, in Dedham, Suffolk, MA,’ died about 1720, in Mendon, Worcester, MA. He married (1)
Elizabeth Bullen 21 May 1668, in Medfield, Norfolk, MA.? Elizabeth Bullen was born 3 Feb 1646/47,
in Dedham, Suffolk, MA,” bapt. 14 Feb 1646/47, in Dedham, Suffolk, MA,’* died 22 Oct 1689, in
Mendon, Worcester, MA.” He married (2) Elizabeth French 1692, in Mendon, Worcester, MA."
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Elizabeth French was born 29 Sep 1655, in Braintree, Suffolk County, MA,” died 3 Oct 1703, in
Mendon, Worcester County, MA."

Notes for Benjamin Wheelock: Benjamin Wheelock, b. 8 Jan 1639/40 in Dedham, Massachusetts,
was probably the first Wheelock born in the American colonies. The Dedham Vital Records record
the birth date of Benjamin as follows: "Benjamin born 8 of the 1[0] Month of 1639". His baptism date
is given as follows: "ye 12 of ye 11th month 1639".

He lived for about ten years in Dedham, where his father, Rev. Ralph Wheelock, was an active
leader in town affairs. He moved with his family to Medfield, MA in 1651, the year of its founding
and first settlement. He married Elizabeth Bullen in 1668. The Medfield Town records indicates that
he owned a house in that same year. [1]

In 1669 he received a small grant of land in Medfield "between his house and the brook, taking in
some part of the brook". [2] In 1675 he is listed in the Medfield town records as a proprietor, along
with his brother Gershom, and his father, Ralph. [3]

Sometime around 1688 he removed with his family to Mendon. [8] The first notice of him in the
Mendon records is in 1688 when he aquired land from Mathias Puffer: "Mathias Puffers forty Acre
Lott Now Benjemin whelocks with all the Rights and Priuelidges there unto belonging or any wayes
Appertaining: As appears by A Deed of Sale baring Date Aprill 25: 1688". [4] A year later, he
appears on a list of those paying taxes to "defray Mr. Rawson's Salary." Benjamin Wheelock's
name appears as a proprietor on a historical plague in the center of Mendon, amongst the third
group of settlers. In 1693 Benjamin served the town as a "Tything Man", along with two others.
According to the Annals of Mendon "tithing men were to present all the idle and disorderly persons,
profane swearers or cursors, Sabbath-breakers and disorderly persons, that they may be duly
punished and discouraged.” In 1696 he served as a Constable, in 1700 as a selectman, and in
1701 on a special committee to "give the selectmen instructions".

In 1706, or thereabouts, Benjamin Wheelock acquired posession of the "ancient” Benjamin Alby
corn mill, which he purchased from Mathias Puffer. In 1713 he deeded mill priveledges to his sons
Obadiah and Benjamin, Jr. Later, in 1719, all three deeded the mill to Josiah Wood. [6] Benjamin is
reported to have lived on the "Old Rehoboth Road, near where Andrus Wheelock lived and died".
[6,7] According to the proprietors records, "The House Lott being forty Acres Laid out upon the East
side of the Road Leading to Rehoboth Nere the Round Medow : and bounded as followeth
Weasterly on the Aboue sd Road Northerly upon the Land of Samuel Thayer Easterly Partly upon
the Mill Riuer : and Partly on Medow and southerly upon Comon Land -- Laid out by Joseph White
" [4]

There is some uncertainty about the second wife of Benjamin. The Mendon Vital Records indicate
that his first wife, Elizebeth, died in 1689, yet show two additional children born to "Benjemen and
Elizebeth" in 1693 and 1695. There is no marriage record for Benjamin indicating a second
marriage. Walter T. Wheelock, in "The Wheelock Family in America, 1637-1969" asserts that
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Elizabeth French, widow of Jonathan Thayer, was "probably” his second wife, but cites no sources.
Charles Pope, in his book "The Pioneers of Massachusetts" indicates that "John French [father of
Elizabeth French] died 1692, age 80 years. Division of estate was made to Dependence, Thomas,
Samuel, to Temperance, wife of John Bowditch, to Elizabeth Wheelock of Mendon, and the child of
Mary Lamb, deceased." The Elizabeth referenced here was probably his daughter, Elizabeth
French. By process of elimination, it seems likely that Elizabeth French must have married
Benjamin Wheelock. Torrey agrees with this conclusion, and lists the marriage in "New England
Marriages Prior to 1700".

No record of death is found for Benjamin, nor has any record been found for the settlement of his
estate.

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Notes for Elizabeth Bullen: Elizabeth Bullen was the daughter of Samuell Bullen and Mary Morse.
Her birth in the Dedham town records is recorded as follows: "Elizabeth the Daughter of Samuell
and Mary Bulling was borne the 3 of the 12 mo" (of 1646). Her baptism record reads as follows:
"Elizabeth of Samuell Bullin and Mary his wife was baptised 14d 12m 1646".

Notes for Elizabeth French: Elizabeth French is the daughter of John French, and Grace of
Braintree. She married first Jonathan Thayer, son of Ferdinando Thayer, the first founder of

Mendon.

Children of Benjamin Wheelock and Elizabeth Bullen:

Elizabeth Wheelock , born 25 Jan 1671/72, in Medfield, Norfolk, MA.”

Mary Wheelock , born 11 Jun 1674, in Medfield, Norfolk, MA,’” died 25 Mar
1750, in Wrentham, Norfolk, MA." She married (1) Nathaniel Ware 12 Oct 1696,
in Wrentham, Norfolk, MA.” Nathaniel Ware was born 7 Oct 1648, in Dedham,
Suffolk, MA, died 10 Jul 1724, in Wrentham, Norfolk, MA." She married (2)
Cornelius Fisher 13 Feb 1726/27, in Wrentham, Norfolk, MA.” Cornelius Fisher
was born 8 Feb 1660, in Dedham, Suffolk, MA,” died 6 Jan 1743, in Wrentham,
Norfolk, MA." She married (3) Thomas Bacon 16 Jul 1746, in Wrentham,
Norfolk, MA.” Thomas Bacon was born about 1674, died 10 Apr 1749, in
Wrentham, Norfolk, MA.”

The Medfield Vital Records record the name as "Marie Wheelocke".

Her marriage to Nathaniel Ware is clearly indicated in the Wrentham Vital
Records, but the subsequent marriages to Cornelius Fisher and Thomas Bacon
(shown in the LDS Ancestral File) require closer scrutiny to discern.

Nathaniel Ware, Sr. died in 1724. In 1726/27 "Mary Ware" married Cornelius
Fisher, according to the Wrentham VRs. This marriage is also (presumably)
documented in "The Fisher Genealogy: Record of the Descendants of Joshua,
Anthony, and Cornelius Fisher, of Dedham, Mass., 1636-1640," by Philip A.
Fisher. There are no children of Mary and Cornelius recorded at Wrentham.

Cornelius Fisher died in 1743 in his 84th year. In 1746, "Mary Fisher" married
Thomas Bacon. There are no children of Mary and Thomas recorded at
Wrentham. In 1750, Mary Bacon, w. Thomas, died in her 76th year.

Notes for Nathaniel Ware: Nathaniel Ware is the son of Robert Ware and
Margaret Hunting.

Notes for Cornelius Fisher: Cornelius Fisher was the son of Cornelius Fisher
and Leah Heaton.
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Abiel Wheelock , born 30 Sep 1676, in Medfield, Norfolk, MA.” She married
Joseph Ward 5 Jun 1700, in Marlborough, Middlesex, MA.’ Joseph Ward was
born say 1670,” died 30 Jun 1717, in Marlborough, Middlesex, MA.**

The Medfield Vital Records record the name as "Abiell Wheelocke".

Some have speculated that Abiel Wheelock married Benjamin Albee of
Mendon, MA. If this is the case, then a different Abiel Wheelock must have
married Joseph Ward, one whose birth is not accounted for in the Vital Records
of Massachusets.

The case for the Abiel Wheelock/Benjamin Albee marriage is built on the
following indirect evidence:

(1) The dates are consistent. Many children are born to Benjamin Albee and
Abiel ___ in Mendon.

(2) It is known from deeds and the proprietors records of Mendon that Benjamin
Albee lived next to Obadiah Wheelock, Abiel's brother.

(3) Benjamin Albee and his wife Abiel had a child named Obadiah, a name that
does not appear in the family or ancestry of Benjamin Albee.

(4) A great-grandchild of Benjamin and Abiel is named Obadiah Wheelock
Albee.

However, lacking any direct evidence for the Abiel Wheelock and Benjamin
Albee connection, it seems more probable that this Abiel was the "Abiah" who
married Joseph Ward of Marlborough. The Wheelock Ward connection in
Marlborough is well established. Abiel's aunt, Record Wheelock married
Increase Ward in Medfield, and then moved to Marlborough. Abiel's cousin,
Samuel Wheelock, lived in Marlborough for a time, before moving to
Shrewsbury; his daughter Lydia probably married a Ward.

Notes for Joseph Ward: Joseph Ward was the son of Samuel Ward (son of
William) and Sarah How. (Source: "Ward Family; Descendants of William Ward,
Who Settled in Sudbury, Mass., In 1639", by Andrew Henshaw Ward, AM,
published by Samuel G. Drake, Boston, 1851.)

Benjamin Wheelock , born 12 Dec 1678, in Medfield, Norfolk, MA,” died 13 Sep
1746, in Mendon, Worcester, MA."

Obadiah Wheelock , born 21 Apr 1685, in Medfield, Norfolk, MA,” died 1760, in
Mendon, Worcester, MA.” He married Elisabeth Darling 8 Jan 1708, in Mendon,
Worcester, MA.” She was the daughter of Dennis Darling and Hannah Francis.

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Elisabeth Darling was born 2 Jul 1685, in Mendon, Worcester, MA."

Obadiah Wheelock's will was last amended by him on 4 Feb 1760, and was
allowed 4 Nov 1760. In it, he leaves the bulk of his estate to his wife, Elizabeth
Wheelock; with the real estate to be divided equally among his children upon
her death. He also mentions his "Negro man" Robin, who he directs to serve his
wife for two years, then be set free. On 2 Nov 1761, a division of estate was
made by Jasper Daniels, Edmond Rawson, and Samuel Warren, appointees of
the court. The estate was valued at 206 pounds, 4 shillings, and 8 pence. It was
divided into sections of land that were left to the following heirs of Obadiah
Wheelock: Captain Samuel Wheelock, Ebenezer Wheelock, Josiah Wheelock,
Elizabeth Rockwood, Hannah Underwood, Rebeccah Fisk, Obadiah Wheelock,
Jr., and the heirs of Margarett Albee, deceased.

Children by previous marriage of Elizabeth French to Jonathan Thayer:

Huldah Thayer , born 11 May 1682, in Mendon, Worcester, MA,” died 7 Jul
1739.” She married Benjamin Wheelock 9 Dec 1700, in Mendon, Worcester,
MA.” He was the son of Benjamin Wheelock and Elizabeth Bullen. Benjamin
Wheelock was born 12 Dec 1678, in Medfield, Norfolk, MA,” died 13 Sep 1746,
in Mendon, Worcester, MA.” Occupation: Miller, Farmer.

Children of Benjamin Wheelock and Elizabeth French:

Ann Wheelock , born 18 Jul 1693, in Mendon, Worcester, MA."

Ruth Wheelock , born 3 Nov 1695, in Mendon, Worcester, MA,” died before
1734.” She married William Rutter 23 Jan 1720/21, in Mendon, Worcester,
MA."” William Rutter was born about 1695.

After the death of Ruth Wheelock, her husband married Tamar Leysure, with
whom he had nine children recorded in Mendon.

3. Benjamin * Wheelock (Benjamin’, Ralph’), born 12 Dec 1678, in Medfield, Norfolk, MA,” died 13
Sep 1746, in Mendon, Worcester, MA.” Occupation: Miller, Farmer. He married (1) Huldah Thayer
9 Dec 1700, in Mendon, Worcester, MA."” She was the daughter of Jonathan Thayer and Elizabeth
French. Huldah Thayer was born 11 May 1682, in Mendon, Worcester, MA,” died 7 Jul 1739.” He
married (2) Rebecca Nurse 21 Aug 1740, in Sutton, Worcester, MA.” Rebecca Nurse was born 15
Sep 1688, in Salem, Essex Co, MA.”

Notes for Benjamin Wheelock: Benjamin Wheelock, third generation Wheelock in the
Massachusetts Bay Colony, was born in Medfield, Massachusetts, 12 Dec 1678; the first male child
of Benjamin Wheelock, Sr. and Elizabeth (Bullen) Wheelock. His grandparents, Rev. Ralph
Wheelock, Rebecca (Clarke) Wheelock, Samuel Bullen, and Mary (Morse) Bullen were all early
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settlers of both Dedham and Medfield. [1]

Benjamin, Sr. was a proprieter of the town of Mendon, and moved there with his family circa 1685,
thus becoming one of the founding settlers of the town. Benjamin, Jr. was but six or seven years old
at the time. Benjamin, Sr. was a large landholder in Mendon, and was the third owner of the Albee
Cornmill. In 1713, when Benjamin, Jr. was 25 years of age, his father deeded mill priveledges to he
and his brother, Obadiah. [2] Thus Benjamin became established as a miller and a farmer in
Mendon, where he lived out the rest of his life.

Benjamin married twice; first to Hulda Thayer, whose grandfather, Ferdinando Thayer was the
principle founder of Mendon [3], and second to Rebecca Kinney. Having married Rebecca fairly late
in life, all of Benjamin's children were born to his first wife, Hulda.

In 1722/3, Benjamin acquired a parcell of land near Oxford, Mass, which he deeded to his sons
Jonathan, David, and Paul between the years1735 and 1740. This land was later annexed to
Charlton (in 1757), where the three brothers played principle roles as early settlers and leaders of
town affairs. [4]

On 13 Sep 1746 Benjamin died in Mendon, leaving his wife, Rebecca, and eight children. His will is
on file with the Worcester Probate Office, case number 63618. In it, he leaves bequests to his wife
Rebecca (to sustain her for the rest of her life, or until she remarries); land to his sons Benjamin,
Daniel, Silas, and Peter; money to his sons Jonathan, David, and Paul; money and miscellaneous
domestic items to his grandchildren Peter Thayer, Mary Thayer, and Abigail Thayer (the children of
his deceased daughter Mary Wheelock); money to his daughter Hulda (Wheelock) (Sanford) Rice;
money and other items to his grandchildren Seth and Mary Sanford (children of Hulda).

Notes for Rebecca Nurse: The marriage record for Benjamin and Rebecca refers to her as
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Rebecca Kinney. Rebecca Kinney was probably Rebecca Nurse, born 15 Sep 1688, Salem Village,
Essex Co., MA. She married Jonathan Kenney 21 Dec 1709 in Salem. Jonathan and Rebecca
moved to Sutton in the early 1720s, where several of their children were born. Jonathan Kenney
died in Sutton in 1731. Rebecca Nurse was the daughter of Samuel Nurse (who refers to her as
Rebecca Kenney in his will, recorded in Salem), and the granddaughter of Rebecca Towne Nurse
who was executed in the Salem witch trials.

Benjamin Wheelock's will refers to "his dearly beloved wife ... and to her heirs and assigns",
implying that Rebecca Kinney had been previously married. There don't seem to be any other
Rebecca's of the right age who married a Kenney who could qualify as this Rebecca Kinney.

Children of Benjamin Wheelock and Huldah Thayer:

Mary Wheelock , born 21 Jan 1701/2, in Mendon, Worcester, MA,"” died before
1746.” She married Ebenezer Thayer 9 Aug 1721, in Mendon, Worcester,
MA.” Ebenezer Thayer was born 6 Sep 1697, in Mendon, Worcester Co, MA.”

Peter, Mary, and Abigail, children of Mary Thayer, deceased, are mentioned in
Benjamin Wheelock's will, dated 1745. Walter T. Wheelock, in "The Wheelock
Family in America, 1637 to 1969" lists Elizabeth Thayer, an additional child of
Mary Wheelock and Ebenezer Thayer, but no mention is found in the Vital
Records of Mendon or surrounding towns.

"lllustrated History of Pawtucket, Central Falls and Vicinity", by Robert Grieve,
published 1897, Providence, by Henry R. Caufield, pg 108 has additional
information about this family. This book is found online here:

Notes for Ebenezer Thayer: Ebenezer Thayer resided in Bellingham at the time
of his marriage to Mary Wheelock. The Mendon Vital Records records his birth
as follows: Ebenezer, T.C., s. of Isaac and Marcy, Sep. 6, 1696 (Sep 6, 1697
dup). So his birth may have been in 1696 or 1697. (Source: Mendon, MA Vital
Records)

Benjamin Wheelock , born 10 Apr 1704, in Mendon, Worcester, MA.” He
married (1) Deborah Taft 24 Jun 1726, in Mendon, Worcester, MA.”” Deborah
Taft was born 14 Nov 1702, in Mendon, Worcester, MA.”” He married (2)
Joanna Taft 1 Dec 1763, in Mendon, Worcester, MA.” Joanna Taft was born
about 1715, died 25 Apr 1776, in Mendon, Worcester, MA,” buried in Old
Cemetery, Mendon, MA."

Benjamin is referred to as "Lieutenant” in his marriage record to Joanna Tatft.

The LDS Ancestral File shows a marriage between Mary Thayer and Benjamin
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Wheelock, 23 May 1720. Mary, it states, was born 22 Dec 1704, the daughter of
Isaac and Marcy Thayer. There is no such record in Mendon, but there is a
marriage record for Mary Thayer and Benjamin White on the same date. The
LDS record is probably a mistaken transcription of this.

"Wheelock Genealogy", by Carlyle Wheelock and Winifred Gonseth, 1955, says
the following about Benjamin Wheelock's will: "The will of Benjamin Wheelock,
Gentlemen, is dated Mendon, MA, Mar. 23, in the 16th year of the reign of King
George lll, 1776, and leaves son Jesse the homestead; mentions dau. Huldah
Penniman; Children of Benjamin, deceased: Benjamin, Joseph, Amariah,
Marvel, Sarah Kent, Hannah, Louise, Luletta, Unice; Children of son Jonathan:
Eleazar, Lyman, Alpheus, Willard, Dolle, Deborah."

Notes for Joanna Taft: Joanna's memorial stone bears the inscription: In
memory of Mrs. Joanna, wife of Mr. Benjamen Wheelock, died 25 Apr 1776,
age 61 yrs. Joanna's death record in the Mendon VRs refers to her husband as
"Lieut. Benjamin".

Daniel Wheelock , born 20 Dec 1707, in Mendon, Worcester, MA,” died 1793,
in Glocester, Providence, RI.* He married Deborah Darling 30 Mar 1732, in
Mendon, Worcester, MA.” She was the daughter of Benjamin Darling and
Mehitable White. Deborah Darling was born 22 Apr 1711, in Mendon,
Worcester, Mass., died after 1793.”

The will of Daniel Wheelock, Sr., on file at the Glocester, RI, town clerks office,
is summarized by Carlyle Capron Wheelock, coauthor of "Wheelock
Genealogy", with Winifred (Thomson) Gonseth, as follows:

"The will of Daniel Wheelock of Glocester, RI, dated July 13, 1789, and
probated Sep. 2, 1793, states that he is an old man; leaves wife Deborah all
profits of homestead farm except half the profits of orchard; son Paul of
Uxbridge lands and half the profits of orchard; if he leaves a yoke of oxen they
are for son Paul and his grandson Phyletus; grandson Phineas Keith his
greatcoat; mentions grandson Esek; leaves grandsons Seth, Calvin, and Luther,
the homestead farm; mentions daughters Mary and Deborah."

Huldah Wheelock , born 17 Aug 1710, in Mendon, Worcester, MA.” She
married (1) John Sanford 12 Nov 1730, in Mendon, Worcester, MA."” John
Sanford was born about 1710. She married (2) Thomas Rich 18 Aug 1742, in
Mendon, Worcester Co, MA.” Thomas Rich was born about 1710.

Notes for John Sanford: John Sanford, son of Thomas and Christina, died 29
Jun 1737 in Mendon. (Src: Mendon Vital Records). This may be the same
individual.

Jonathan Wheelock , born 21 Jul 1713, in Mendon, Worcester, MA,” died 26
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Jul 1783, in Charlton, Worcester, MA.”

Paul Wheelock , born 13 Jan 1715/16, in Mendon, Worcester, MA," died about
1776, in Charlton, Worcester, MA.*

Silas }Q/heelock , born 11 Mar 1717/18, in Mendon, Worcester, MA,” died
1793.

David Wheelock , born 18 Jan 1720/21, in Mendon, Worcester, MA," died 8
Jan 1789, in Charlton, Worcester, MA.*

Peter Wheelock , born 23 Jul 1724, in Mendon, Worcester, MA,” died 18 Feb
1802, in Mendon, Worcester, MA.” He married Sarah Taft 25 Nov 1744, in
Mendon, Worcester, MA.” Sarah Taft was born about 1724, in Mendon,
Worcester, MA.

According to "Daughters of the American Revolution”, Volume 24, Page 152
(Miss Helen Wheelock Taft, DAR ID Number: 2343) "Peter Wheelock,
(1724-1802), served at the Lexington Alarm. He was born in Mendon, Mass.,
where he died". However, he does not appear in "Massachusets Soldiers and
Sailors of the Revolutionary War".

Peter Wheelock left a will, case number 63787 at the Worcester County Probate
Office, summarized by Carlyle Capron Wheelock as follows: "The will of Peter
Wheelock is dated Mendon, Mass., June 13, 1801 and approved Mar. 11, 1802,
mentions daughters Olive, wife of Laban Bates, Leah, wife of Increase Thayer,
and Sylvia, wife of Daniel Day; leaves son Nahum lands and buildings, wearing
apparel, husbandry tools, utensils, Pew in First Congregational Meeting House,
clock, money and security for money. Left each of the daughters notes against
their respective husbands and $26.66 each. Daughter Leah for signing note, a
cow."

Jonathan Wheelock, born in Mendon, removed to the County Gore in present day Charlton
sometime before 10 Nov 1735, when his father "in consideration of the parental love, good will, and
natural affection” deeded 150 acres to Jonathan Wheelock "of the County Gore" [4]. The County
Gore was a 10,000 acre tract of land adjoining, but not part of Oxford. Jonathan Wheelock and
Jonathan Tucker appear to have been the first settlers in the Gore.

Unhappy with their lack of representation in Oxford town affairs, Jonathan and his brother David
Wheelock signed a petition (with many others) in 1750 to become part of Charlton. Finally, in 1757,
the Gore was annexed to Charlton.

The first meeting after annexation to elect district officers was held in 1758. Jonathan Wheelock
was chosen Treasurer. In the years 1759 and 1762, he was on the Charlton Board of Selectman.
(Source: Charlton Town Records, Charlton Library.) He ran a tavern for many years in the County
Gore, which he aquired from John Thompson in 1751. (Source: History of Oxford). He apparently
owned a tannery in the Northside, which he sold to Ebenezer Davis (brother of Jacob Davis) in
1770.

Some genealogies make reference to a "great sickness" (probably influenza [2]) that struck many
residents of Charlton during 1759. The family of Jonathan Wheelock appears to have been
particularly hard struck by this. Rhoda, Joseph, Mercy, Amos, and Jonathan all died within a few
days of each other in July, 1759.

His house, the oldest in the Northside, still stands. It is located 2 houses to the east of the Rider
House (which his son Eli helped build), on the same side of the road [2].

His will, Worcester County Probate case 63175, was written 10 Jun 1783, and probated 3 Sep
1783. He makes reference to his sons Asa Wheelock, Peter Wheelock, Eli Wheelock; daughter
Azubah Daggett; and grandchildren Azubah Town, Lidia Town, and Huldah Town, daughters of his
deceased daughter, Huldah Town. His son, Peter Wheelock, is appointed executor.

Martha Wight, daughter of Joseph Wight and Mercy ____, was born in Medfield, but moved to
Bellingham with her parents in 1729, a few years after her mother died. (Src: "History of Medfield",
W. Tilden, 1887) Her father, Joseph Wight, was a signer of the 1719 petition to grant Bellingham a
charter. Her brother, Elnathan Wight, was the first resident minister in Bellingham, a Baptist. In
1750, Martha, her husband, Jonathan Wheelock, his brother, Silas Wheelock, and others signed
the Articles of Faith of the Baptist Church in Bellingham. (Src: "History of the Town of Bellingham
Massachusetts", by George F. Partridge, published 1919.)

Martha (Wight) Wheelock kept a private family record book which was brought to Calais, VT, by her
son Peter, and continued by him. A copy of the book was made for Marcus Waite, author of "The
Wheelock Family of Calais, VT"; and this, no doubt, is where the death date for Jonathan Wheelock
was recorded.

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Eli Wheelock was a Fifer in the Revolutionary War. He fought first, at the age of 15, in Colonel
Ebenezer Learned's Regiment; and later under Colonel Cushing, and Colonel Jacob Davis. He was
no doubt born in his father's house, which still stands on present day 275 Stafford Rd, the oldest
house in the Northside (of Charlton, MA).

Upon his father's death in 1783, Eli Wheelock took over the tavern which the Wheelocks had
operated out of a room in their house. In 1792, perhaps to complement the tavern business, Eli built
a distillery 100 feet to the west of his home where he distilled gin, brewed beer, ran a malthouse
and operated a corn mill. The business venture was successful enough to be referenced in Rev.
Peter Whitney's "History of Worcester County”, published in 1793 [1].

By that time, the road on which Eli operated his tavern and distillery was becoming more heavily
traveled as a major route between Worcester and towns to the east. Taking advantage of this, Eli
formed a partnership with Leonard Morey (who had married Phoebe Wheelock, a distant cousin)
and began construction of a tavern, just west of his distillery. He planned for this tavern to be the
finest between Worcester and Hartford. On 18 Sep 1797, according to village tradition, Eli died from
injuries received during a fall from the third floor of the incomplete building. The building was later
completed. In 1801, Isaiah and William Rider purchased 2/3 of the building, along with the distillery
that Eli had previously operated. The Rider Tavern served travelers for many years, and in 1975
was acquired by the Charlton Historical Commission, which has been engaged in a process of
continuous restoration.

Hannah Streeter, Eli's widow, received as her portion of his estate the eastern third of the tavern.
After a brief move to Calais, VT, she returned to live in the tavern until 1806 [2].

The papers belonging to Langdon C. Wheelock and his family can be found in the Aldrich Public
Library, Barre, Vt. These papers include L. C. Wheelock's business records, personal letters, and
biographical sketches. They also include the scrapbooks and picture books of his daughter Carrie.
The biographical sketches written for Langdon, his wife, and his children were adapted from those
papers.

Langdon and his family resided at 145 North Main Street, in Barre, Vermont.

Two copies of a handwritten biographical sketch of Langdon C. Wheelock can be found in these
archives. The author was not identified, but the sketches were written after his death, and may have
been meant for publication in a local Barre newspaper.

Some excerpts from this sketch are presented here:

The subject of this sketch, Langdon C. Wheelock, true to his ancestry, early showed his aptitude

and desire for study. The primitive conditions of the schools during that period made an attempt
towards scholarship difficult, and limited means made the aquirement of necessary books almost
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impossible; but persistence, industry, and a natural gift for siezing any opportunity overcame each
difficulty; and at an early age he taught each winter the "upper-room" in the Barre Village School.
And in summer continued his studies while assisting on his father's farm. In 1848 he began the
study of the law, and in 1850 was admitting into practice before the Washington County Bar,
forming a partnership with Newell Kinsmen, Esq., at that time one of Barre's most prosperous
lawyers. Two years later Mr. Kinsmen went west to join his sons, and Mr. Wheelock continued the
business alone.

The conditions surrounding the practice of law at that time made it impossible for an attorney to
specialize as is done today. But then each must be well versed in all branches of his profession.
This too, one of Mr. Wheelocks studious habits was a most acceptable task. From various
newspaper articles printed in the state at the time of his death, it would seem that his success at the
bar was most generally attributed to his careful preparations of the case. An editorial in Montpelier
Journal speaks of him thus "perhaps no attorney at the bar of Washinton County has been better
known than L. C. Wheelock. During the past fifteen or twenty years he has had much to do of the
legal affairs throughout that county, and in many portions of Orange County and has always been
famous as a keen, well read, sharp sighted lawyer, noted for his careful working of the case."

Mr. Wheelocks marriage to Annette Goldsbury of Barre occurred 4 May 1857. They had two
children, a son Charles S., and a daughter, Carrie M. In a sketch written by Mr. Boyce (Boyer?)
Esqg. and read before the Washington County Bar Association, he says "Mr. Wheelock was an
exemplary family man. Tenderness and thoughtfulness toward wife and children were his to a
marked degree. No matter how harrassing the course of his day may have been, once he had
crossed the threshold of his home, every cloud vanished, and nothing was allowed to mar the
happiness domestic life."

His Puritan ancestry showed itself in his lifelong fight for temperance. Once convinced of the moral
right in this great question, nothing could change his stand upon him, although it cost him some
valued friendships and exposed him to much abuse.

Devoted to his Church, Universalist, he served in many capacities. As a young man he was leader
of the choir, for many years was the superintendant of the Sunday, and often in the absence of a
clergyman would occupy the pulpit, and at all times was ready to give both time and of his means to
further the interest of the church and it's [...illegible...].

As an educator his opinion was often sought in school matters and his councils were, even by his
opponents, often afterwards acknowledged to be wise.

In the fall of 1873, Mr. Wheelock was stricken by diptheria, and his death occurred 4 days later, 19
Oct 1873.

Temperate, industrious, frugal, a loving husband and father, and a brave champion for the right as
he saw it, no more can be said in the honor of any man.
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The following obituary was found in the scrapbook of Carrie Wheelock (daughter of Annette
Goldsbury Wheelock).

July 28, 1927 - Barre's Oldest Resident Dead

Mrs. Annette Wheelock, great grand-daughter of city's first settler, was in 97th year, 70th in same
house. She was keenly interested in affairs of her day, up to her death.

Carrie Wheelock was born and lived most of her days in Barre, Vermont. She
took up the profession of teaching kindergarten, which she apparently pursued
most of her adult life.

The papers of the Langdon C. Wheelock family, archived in the Aldrich Public
Library in Barre, Vt. contain a "Composition Book" maintained by Carrie. Inside
this book is a business card which reads: "The Kindergarten will open in Mrs.
Wheelocks Main St. home, Monday, Aug 30, 1886, terms $4/month, hours 9 to
12 AM."

The composition book has several hundred entries, one for each of her
kindergarten students. Each entry indicates date of birth, date of entry into the
kindergarten, and newspaper clippings indicating important events in the life of
that person, including in some cases, the obituary.

Carrie obviously maintained this alboum over many years of her life, and took
great pride in the accomplishments of her students.

There is no indication that she ever married.
Since her scrapbooks contains the obituary of her mother (who was the last in

her family to die), she must have died after 1927. Writings on the internet
suggest she is buried in EImwood Cemetery, Barre, VT.

Charles Sumner Wheelock whose death yesterday afternoon was briefly
chronicled in yesterday's paper was the son of the late Langdon C. Wheelock,
Esq. He was graduated at Goddard Seminary, and entered Tufts College. After
two years in the later institution, ill health compelled him to go further from the
coast. He then took a course and graduated at the Eastman (??) Business
College in Poughkipsie, N.Y.

For three years he was at the Chase Manhattan Bank in New York City, when ill
health again compelled him to give up [..illegible...] purpose. The directors of the
bank with great kindness gave him a years leave of absence during which time
he hoped to regain his strength. For three years he was travelling, trying to find
some place which would restore him to health, but his search, proving fruitless,
he returned to his home of Barre where he had remained, except for brief
intervals away, ever since, during which time he was a constant sufferer from
asthma. The disease produced a weakened heart and resulted in heart failure.

Those who knew him well had many pleasant memories of his sparkling wit and
his keen appreciation of things. It was this rare gift which kept him cheerful
under most trying conditions and enabled him to find joy in life although forced
by his illness to spend much of his time in his room. He was an ardent lover of
outdoor sports, although denied large participation in them, an enthusiastic
admirer of nature, and something of a naturalist in an unscientific way. He was a
loyal citizen anxious for the best interests of his native city, and believing
thoroughly in her bright future, he was a consistent temperance man and a
staunch Universalist.

With him has died the last male in his line of the Wheelock family. He leaves his
mother and one sister.

The funeral will be held at his late home, 145 North Main St, Barre, Friday
afternoon at 2 o'clock.

Paul Wheelock, farmer, businessman, and one of the principle early settlers of Charlton,
Massachusetts, was born in Mendon, Massachusetts, 13 Jan 1715/16 to Benjamin Wheelock and
Elizabeth Bullen.

When Paul and his brothers Jonathan and David came of age, between the years 1735 and 1740,

their father deeded to them individual tracts of land near Oxford, Mass. in what was then known as
the County Gore. Paul received his share of this land in a deed dated 5 Mar 1739/40, at which time
he was living in Mendon [3]. Sometime thereafter he removed to the County Gore.

At about this time, Paul married Abigail Chapin. The record of this marriage does not survive in the
Vital Records, but it may have occurred shortly after Paul settled the land he aquired from his
father. Abigail was half cousin to President John Adams, the second president of the United States.
Their child, Adams, was no doubt named for this side of the family. Paul remained married to
Abigail for the rest of his life, fathering at least 10 children. He built a house in Charlton circa 1742
on Gould Rd., opposite Whee Laddie Pond, not far from where his brother Jonathan lived. As of
2003 his house was still standing. Though several additions have been made to the structure, the
original framing remains intact [4].

On 12 June 1750, his brothers Jonathan, David, and others signed a petition to separate from
Oxford and become part of Charlton. The results of this petition were realized in 1757, when the
County Gore became part of the Charlton Northside. Paul Wheelock served on the Board of
Selectment in the years 1760, 1766, and 1772 [1]; and was a Captain in the local Militia [2]. He is
listed as an officer in the French and Indian War, serving as a Captain in 1763 in Col. John
Chandler's regiment [7]. By one account, he was one of the wealthiest men in Charlton [6].

On 17 May 1776, being "sick and weak of body", Paul recorded his last will and testament. The
exact date and cause of death is not known, but the will was probated on 4 Mar 1777. The bulk of
his estate was left to his three eldest sons, Edward, Seth, and Paul [5]. His wife, Abigail, and ten
children were accounted for in the will (Ruth, Silas, Sarah, Mary, Abigail, Seth, Edward, Paul, John,
and Adams).

Abigalil, outlived him by 23 or 24 years. She died in 1800. Both are probably buried in the Northside
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Cemetery in Charlton, where many of their children lay, but headstones have not been found.

Like his siblings, no record of birth for Edward is to be found in the Vital Records of Massachusetts.
Edward grew up on his fathers farm in Charlton. The house he lived in, and one barn, are still
standing on present day Gould Road.

He married his neighbor [1], Martha Daggett, on Independence Day, 4 July 1776. A few months
later, his father died, leaving the bulk of his estate (including farmhouse and lands) to his eldest
sons, Seth, Edward, and Paul. The three were also charged with the care of their mother, Abigail
(Chapin) Wheelock. [9]

At the time, Edward was the only one of the three married, his wife pregnant. His older brother,
Seth, was a soldier in the Revolutionary War, having by this time already marched on the 1775
Lexington Alarm, and served in several campaigns in 1776.

Perhaps because of the obligations of war, Seth sold his portion of the inheritance to Edward and
Paul for 140 pounds [2]. The two remaining heirs then divided the land and buildings [3], living
together with their mother and the younger children.
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A few months later (Sep 1777), Edward's wife gave birth to their first child, Relief, and brother Paul
went off to fight in the war. Though most of his brothers fought, no record of Edward's enrollment
has been found; it may be that he relinquished service to care for the family and farm.

Edward remained on the inherited estate for 17 years. Deeds indicate that his brother Paul also
remained, sharing the house with Edward. [4]

In 1783, his brother in law, Robert Kelley, died. Edward was appointed guardian of three of the
children: Abigail, Joel, and Chapin Kelley.

Edward appears in the 1790 Census, residing with 4 males under age 16, and 5 females. One of
the females is his wife, Martha; one may be his mother, Abigail; the other three are probably
daughters. Of the four males, two are accounted for in the Charlton Vital Records, Silas and Reu.
Marcus Waite in his "papers" refers to additional male children Eli and Paul.

In Dec 1793, Edward sold his portion of the estate to his brother, John Wheelock of Spencer. [5] On
the same date, his mother released him from his obligation to care for her. [6]

In 1781, Jacob Davis and 64 others purchased the township of Salem in Caledonia Co, VT, and
were given a charter. Edward Wheelock was one of these; in 1798 his name appears on a list of
proprietors for the town, delinquent in their payment of taxes. [7] Other names on the list were
Jacob Davis, Nehemiah Stone, Abijah Lamb, Paul Wheelock, and others from Charlton, MA. The
boundaries of Salem were held in dispute for many years, delaying it's settlement. [13] It's unlikely
that Edward Wheelock ever established residence there.

In 1806 Edward Wheelock appears in the Oneida County, NY Index of Deeds as a Grantor,
deeding land (with his wife) to John Goodhue (book 12, pg 123). He appears again in 1809,
granting lands to Reu Wheelock (book 19, pg 122), and again in 1811 and in 1822. [11] Given that
Edwards' daughter, Relief came to Augusta, Oneida Co, NY about 1800 with her husband, Jabez
Howe [12], it is likely that Edward, Martha, and the entire family settled near there at about that
time.

Other children of Edward and Martha appear in Batavia, Genessee County, NY, (in the 1805-1810
time frame). [8, 9]

No death record or headstone for Edward or Martha has yet been found.

John is enumerated in the 1790 Federal Census, living in Spencer with 2 females, and one other
male over 16. His administration of estate, dated 1816, Charlton, is on file at the Worcester County
probate office, case 63709.

John has a veteran's marker next to his headstone. He may be the same John Wheelock that
served as a drummer in Capt. Luke Wilder's company, Col. Samuel Denney's Regiment, at
Claverack, Oct-Dec 1779.

The following inscription appears on John's headstone:

Adams was no doubt named for his grandmothers side of the family, closely related to President
John Adams.

He served for 6 months in the Continental Army in 1780, at the age of 17. He is listed as being 5' 8"
tall, and of light complexion. [2]

The vital records for Charlton indicate that Adams died of "Palsy" at the age of 84.

Chloe Green was the daughter of Rev. Nathaniel Greene and Tabitha Prentice.

The marriage record of Adams and Ruth refers to her as Mrs. Ruth Morey, implying that Morey may
not be her maiden name.

It is possible that Mrs. Ruth Morey is Ruth Wheelock, daughter of Benjamin Wheelock and
Elizabeth Thompson. Ruth Wheelock married Thomas Morey in 1789. Thomas Morey appears in
the 1790, 1800, and 1810 Census living in Charlton. In 1800, 5 children are living in the household
of Thomas and Ruth. In 1810, the children are gone; and in 1820, Thomas is gone, at which time
the census shows that widows Ruth Morey and Lydia Wheelock are living together. This is probably
Lydia Davis, widow of Adams brother, John Wheelock. Ruth Morey does not appear in the 1830
census, consistent with the hypothesis that she married Adams in 1829. (Source: This theory was
put forth by Richard Morey Sherman, Oct 2004.)

He was selectman 1825-26 and 1837, and held other town
offices. He was owner of three pews in the "Old West Church", Calais. Both he and Clara are
buried in Robinson Cemetery, in Calais. A newspaper notice at time of his death states: "At the time
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of his death he was clerk and treasurer of the first Universalist Society in Clais, which office he had
held for the last 25 years and had never been absent from a meeting.He was also clerk of the first
Meeting-house Society in Calais for the last 31 years, and had also been clerk and treasurer of the
school district in which he lived for the last 30 years." His granddaughter, (Miss Carrie Wheelock)
has three commissions signed by the Governor of Vermont, appointing him 2nd Lieutenant, then
1st Lieutenant, and finally Captain.

1882, buried in Northside Cemetery, Charlton, MA."

Eliza Wheelock is enunumerated in the 1880 Census living in the household of
her brother, George E. Wheelock, in Charlton, MA.

The death date of 18 Sep 1882 is not definitively proven, but the following
evidence exists: (1) headstone in Northside Cemetery, Cemetery Rd. in
Charlton reads: "Wheelock, Eliza, d 18 Sep 1882, age 60 yrs, 9 months." This
implies a birth date of Dec 1821. (2) The headstone is in the same cemetery as
that of her father. (3) No record exists in the Charlton, Spencer, Leicester, or
Mendon VRs of Elisa (or Eliza) marrying; rendering plausible her retention of the
last name "Wheelock".

George Edward Wheelock , born 12 Jul 1830, in Charlton, Worcester, MA,*
died 6 Feb 1914.”

Jane Maria Wheelock , born 27 Jun 1836, in Charlton, Worcester, MA,* died 22

The death date of 22 July 1871 is not definitively proven, but the following
evidence exists: (1) The headstone reads "Wheelock, Jane M., d. 22 July 1871,
age 38[57] years, 25 days. If we take the age to be 35, this would place her birth
date at 27 June 1836. (2) The headstone is in the same cemetery as that of her
father, Wate Wheelock. (3) No record of marriage is found for Jane in the
Charlton, Spencer, Mendon, or Leicester VRs, rendering plausible her retention
of the last name "Wheelock".

Wainy's headstone, located in the North St. Cemetery, in the center of Spencer, MA, states that she
died 30 Mar 1852, at the age of 59 years. She is buried next to her husband, Jonas.
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(Source: Headstone record, taken by Roderick B. Sullivan, Jr., Mar 1999)

Marcus W. Waite, in his book "The Wheelock Family of Calais, Vt.", published by the Driftwind
Press, Montpelier, Vt. in 1940, says the following about Wainy:

"She often visited her brother Welcome in Calais, and was well known to the older people of the
town. The late Joshua Dana of Calais reported her as being the most beautiful woman he had
every seen."

Jonas' headstone states age at death as 85 yrs, 9 months, 8 days, and records his death date as
10 Nov 1878. Louisa and Nancy M., both children of Jonas and Wainey, died young, and are buried
with Jonas. (Source: Headstone record, taken by Roderick B. Sullivan, Jr., Mar 1999)

In "Gazetteer and Biographical Record of Genesee County, NY, 1788-1890", Edited by F. W.
Beers, Syracus, NY, J. W. Vose and Co, Publishers, June, 1890; on pg. 289, "Salmon B. Lusk was
born in Poultney, August, 28, 1815, came to Batavia, and married Sally, daughter of Jabez and
Relief (Wheelock) Howe, and their children are Althea, Elizabeth, Helen, Mary, Frank R., Clara E.,
and William B."

This is very likely Relief, daughter of Edward Wheelock and Martha Daggett. Though proof certain
has not yet been found, the following points of evidence are compelling:

(1) Jabez Howe was born and lived in Sturbridge, MA, adjacent to Charlton where Relief was born.
(2) Reliefs brother, Reu, also lived in Batavia, and had a son named Emmons Howe Wheelock.
Relief had a son named Emmons Howe. (3) Other members of Relief's family were known to be
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living in Batavia, including her brothers Silas (who had a son, Lewis, there), and Reu.

Despite this evidence, it is problematic that Relief would have been only 13 when she gave birth to
her first child.

Relief was probably alive in 1830, per federal census, but appears to have passed by 1850, when
the census shows Martha living with Jabez Howe in Batavia.

Jabez Howe, son of Ebenezer, was born 17 Jan 1771 in Sturbridge, Mass. He with his brother
Elias, went to New York State, and settled in Augusta, Oneida Co, about 1800, but they did not
make a long stay, as he later settled in Batavia, Genesee Co, where he was living in 1850. (Src:
"Howe Genealogies", Daniel Wait Howe).

He is enumerated in Augusta, Oneida Co, in 1800, living next to his brother Elias, with two male
children under 10, one female child under 10, and a woman, 16 to 26 years old. In 1830 he is living
in Batavia, with a woman between 50 and 60. In 1850 he is living in Batavia, with Martha, age 66.

Rena Baldwin
was born 26 FEB 1777[8]," died 18 Jan 1833, in Hamburg, Erie Co, NY," buried in Prospect Lawn
Cemetery, Hamburg, NY." He married (2) Sarah Hurlbut 19 Sep 1836, in Hamburg, Erie, NY.*
Sarah Hurlbut was born 21 Mar 1790, in Danby, VT."*

Silas was born in Charlton, MA, but lived most of his life as a farmer in Hamburg, NY.
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In the very early 1800's, a huge tract of land in western New York was aquired by the Holland Land
Company and made available for settlement. The Holland Purchase encompassed many towns in
Niagara and Erie counties, including Batavia, Hamburg, Holland, Concord, and others. Many from
New England were drawn by this opportunity.

Among them were Silas, his brother, Reu, and perhaps the entire family of Edward Wheelock and
Martha (Daggett) Wheelock.

Reu jointly purchased land in Batavia, Genesee Co, NY with Eli Wheelock (relation unknown, but
possibly brother). Silas and his wife Rena appear to have been in Batavia in 1807, per the obituary
of their son, Lewis Wheelock, who was born there on that date.

Silas then purchased land in present day East Hamburg 5 Apr 1810, township 9, range 7, lot 34. He
must have been one of the earliest settlers of Hamburg, which was founded in 1812. He made
further land purchases in the general vicinity in 1826, 1830, and 1833.

Silas fought in the War of 1812 ("Index of Awards on Claims of the Soldiers of the War of 1812",
published in 1969 in Baltimore by the Genealogical Publishing Company). Records of service were
not found at the National Archives.

In 1817, Silas and Rena became founding members of the First Presbyterian Church of Orchard
Park. Silas was chosen as the first Deacon of the church.

Silas first appears in the New York Census in 1820, residing in Hamburg, with 6 male children, and
3 female children. In those days, the census did not list names of anyone except the head of
household. But we can tell from the census that Silas lived with a woman age 26-45. This was
probably his wife, Rena Baldwin.

In 1833, Silas purchased 100 acres of land (lot 38, township 7, range 6) in or near present day
Concord, NY. He apparently gave this to his son, Lewis, who built a mill and set up farming
operations.

Rena died in 1833 (according to her headstone), after which Silas married Sarah Hurlbut in
Hamburg, N.Y.

Silas next appears in the New York Census in 1850. At this time he is living with his son Silas B.,
and his wife, Sarah. He died in 1851. His headstone (Prospect Lawn Cemetery, Hamburg, NY)
reads as follows:

"Silas Wheelock, d. Oct 30, 1851, in the 71st year of his age. Blessed are the peacemakers for they
shall be called the children of God."

The administration of his estate (Erie County Surrogate Court File # 24251) refers to children Albert
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Whelock, Olive Lynds(?), Lewis Whelock, Silas B. Whelock, John H. Whelock, Harmon Whelock,
Joseph Whelock, and Sophronia Schmitt. The document is signed by his wife, Sarah, and indicates
"that he left no will, so far as your petitioner has heard or been able to discover".

SOURCES

A book entitled "Wheelock Genealogy", by Carlyle C. Wheelock of Woonsocket, RI, confirms the
birth date of Silas (20 Apr 1781), and death date (31 Oct 1851), and suggests that Silas removed to
NY from Charlton. This same book notes that Silas may have been the grandfather of "Zenas",
presumably a personal aquaintance of the author. Since Silas did have a grandson named Zenas
(son of John Homer Wheelock), this lends more weight to the supposition that the Silas of
Hamburg, NY is the same Silas as that born in Charlton. The book is not published, but can be
found in the New England Historic Genealogical Society, in Boston, Mass.

Information about membership in the First Presbyterian Church of Orchard Park was taken from
"History of the City of Buffalo and Erie County, 1884", editted by H. Perry Smith, Syracuse, NY; D.
Mason and Co., publishers, 1884.

On pg 533, vol 1, it reads:

"The First Presbyterian Church of Orchard Park was organized Jan. 16, 1817, by Rev. John
Spencer and Rev. Miles Squier. The original members were Silas Wheelock, Joel Moffat, Harvey
Allen, Mary Woodward, Rena Wheelock, Rachel Ferrington, Betsey Washburn, Valentine Bennett,
Allen Brown, Seth Abbott, Harriet N. Russell, Maria Allen, Thankful St. John and Mr. Moffat; Seth
Abbott, clerk. On the 24th of that month, seventeen members were added to the church; Seth
Abbott, Richard Smith and William Bliss were chosen ruling elders, and Silas Wheelock was
selected as Deacon."

Later, on the same page:

"In 1838 Richard Smith, David C. Hough and Homer Wheelock were elected elders, and Samuel
Abbott was chosen deacon. The total membership to May 2, 1853, was two hundred and nine."

But earlier in the book, pg 522, it suggests that this same church was founded in the
Congregational faith:

"The Congregational Church of Abbott's Corners was organized as early as 1817. Rev. John

Spencer was the pioneer pastor of the little flock and did much to build up the church. A house of
worship was not erected until 1825; it was used for religious purposes until the year 1850, when it
was sold. About the same time the form of church government was changed to the Presbyterian."

Information about the purchase of lot 38 in Concord comes from a book entitled "History of the
original Town of Concord, being the present towns of Concord, Collins, N. Collins, and Sardinia,
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Erie County, New York", by Erasmus Briggs. Index by June P. Zintz. Published by Picton Press,
Camden, Maine, 1992; pg 162.

Other land records are found in "Western New York Land Transactions, 1804-1824, Extracted from
the Archives of The Holland Land Company", Karen E. Livsey, Published 1991, Genealogical
Publishing Co, Inc; and in "Western New York Land Transactions, 1825-1835", same author,
publisher, and date of publication.

A separately compiled genealogy entitled "Hurlbut Genealogy", by Henry H. Hurlbut, Published by
Joel Musell's Sons Publishers, Albany, N.Y. 1888, shows Silas Wheelock of Hamburg, N.Y.
marrying Sarah Hurlbut in 1836.

The 1820 Census shows a Silas Wheelock in Hamburg, N.Y., age between 26-45. The 1850 N.Y.
Census shows a Silas B. Wheelock, age 37, head of household, with Silas (age 69) and Sarah (age
59) as dependents.

Marcus Warren Waite, author of "The Wheelock Family of Calais, VT", reports in his "papers" that
Reuben and Silas Wheelock had two brothers, Eli and Paul, who don't appear in the Vital Records
of Charlton, MA, but whose existence is suggested in the 1790 Massachusetts Census, which
shows 4 male children in the household of Edward Wheelock and his wife, Martha (Daggett)
Wheelock. This Eli may be the one whose name appears on the Genesee County land purchases
with Reu.

The census, marriage records, and vital records of New York and Massachusetts are remarkably
silent about Rena Baldwin.

The 1880 Census entries for her children indicate that she was born in Connecticut. (Src: 1880
Federal Census, Lewis Wheelock, Colden, Erie Co, NY, Enumeration District 85, pg 217B; 1880
Federal Census, Joseph Wheelock, Villenova, Chautauqua Co, NY, pg 98D; 1880 Federal Census,
Harmon Wheelock, Hamburg, Erire Co, NY, pg 404A; Homer Wheelock, Pomfret, Chautauqua Co,
NY, pg 404D).

There are three headstones in the Prospect Lawn Cemetery that have Rena's name on it. The first
is that of her own. This headstone refers to her as Rene. The second is that of her daughter,
Scinda, which refers to her as Rena. The third is that of her son, Zenas, which refers to her as
Rene.

Rena's headstone reads as follows:

In Memory of Rene Wheelock, wife of Silas Wheelock, who died Jan. 18, 1833, age 55 years.
[There is a further inscription, but it is unreadable.]

Sarah was born to Jesse Hurlbut and Experience King.

The private records of Persis (Park) Ivett state that Scinda had no children. Note
that Scinda had an aunt, born in Charlton, MA, whose name is recorded in the
Charlton Vital Records as Cynda.

The 1850 NY Census shows Harmon Wheelock, age 35, farmer, living in
Hamburg, NY, with real estate holdings valued at $2500. The census indicates
that he was born in NY. He is living with Amanda Wheelock, age 40, also born
in New York. There are two others in his household, probably not children.
These are Lucinda Bain[??], age 14, and John Dorst, born in Germany.

The Census info for Harmon is adjacent to that of Silas B. Wheelock, his

Some of the information about this family, and it's descendents comes from an unpublished book in
the New England Historical and Genealogical Society entitled "Wheelock Family" by Carlysle
Wheelock and Winifred Gonseth. The source cited in this book is Stanley Wheelock, M.D.
9-30-1913.
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Further information about this family (Lorane Wheelock) can be found in "The History of Kent
County, Michigan", published in 1881. The information in both sources is consistent.

Reu Wheelock probably moved from Charlton, MA, to Batavia, Genesee County, New York
between 1794, the date of the last recorded land transaction of his father in Charlton, and 1805, the
date of his marriage to Rosanna Smiley. It is likely that the entire family of Edward Wheelock and
Martha Daggett made the move. (See notes for siblings Silas and Relief.)

Reu jointly purchased land in Batavia with Eli Wheelock, according to the Holland Land Records.
The MA 1790 Census suggests that Reu had two brothers whose births are not listed in the
Charlton Vital Records. Their names, according to Marcus Warren Waite (a Wheelock Family
genealogist, author of "The Wheelock Family of Calais, VT") were Eli and Paul. The source of his
information is not known, but the joint land purchases consistent with the conjecture that Eli and
Reu were brothers.

(As recorded in "Western New York Land Transactions, 1804-1824, Extracted From the Archives
of the Holland Land Company", Karen E. Livsey, published by the Genealogical Publishing Co, Inc.,
1991, Reu and Eli purchased Lot 4, Township 12, Range 2, 26 Nov 1817, and Lot 5, Township 12,
Range 2, 17 Jan 1820)

One researcher reports that Reu served in the war of 1812.

The family later moved to Michigan in 1827. Rosanna remarried in 1837, four years after the death
of Reu. (Source: Marian Chamberlain, husband descends from Reu Wheelock and Rosanna
Smiley, Apr 1999)

Rosanna was the daughter of John Smiley (b. 25 Aug 1754, Jaffrey, NH, d. 1813, NY) m. Elizabeth
Stanley 9 Dec 1773. Elizabeth Stanley was baptized 14 July 1754 in Jaffrey, NH.

Another possible birth date for Rosanna is 6 June 1783, given by Donna Cook Bradbury. Rosanna
married Samuel Waldron, 1 Oct 1835. (Source: Marian Chamberlain, a descendant of Reu and
Rosanna.)

Stillman W. Wheelock was the first of the family who settled in Illinois. In the
spring of 1839, with $60 in his pocket, he left Buffalo, NY, on the steamer
"Anthony Wayne", and landed in the marshy village of Chicago May 10, 1839.
He remained over night but the next day he walked on as far as St. Charles,
where he accepted a job, in a hardwood sawmill, at one dollar a day of twelve
hours. Afterward he rented the mill in partnership with a man by the name of
Flint; later engaged there in the hotel business, afterward followed farming. In
the spring of 1851 he came to Moline and bought an old foundry and in
partnership with a Mr. Smedley began the manufacture of paper and later the
firm became Wheelock and Fergus.

County Surrogate Court File # 24264).

The first name of Albert's wife (Lucina) is recorded in the 1850 New York Census. The last name,
Clark, is not; it is taken from the records of Larry Danker.

Larry also records a son Henry (which is not in the 1850 census, but may be in later census
records). The 1860 Census records a Harrison Wheelock, living in East Hamburg. In all probability,
these are both William Henry Harrison Wheelock.

According to the private records of Persis (Park) Ivett, Albert lived one winter with his brother
Homer, in Fredonia, to go to school.

The administration of his estate (Erie County Surrogate Court File # 24264) refers to children Laura
Smith of Hamburg, Maryette Colvin of East Hamburg, William H. Wheelock of Hamburg, and Oscar
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Wheelock of East Hamburg. The document is signed by his wife, Sena, and indicates "that he left
no will, so far as your petitioner has heard or been able to discover".

Persis (Park) Ivett lists the following children for Lewis: Orlando, Mary Ann, Albert, Clarinda, Lewis,
Rena, Nina, Cyrus, and Phoebe.

The administration of Lewis' estate (Erie County Surrogate Court file # 24272) lists the following
children: Orlando, Albert, Lewis, Irena, Almina, Cyrus, and Phoebe. It lists the following
grandchildren: Edward E. Hedges(??), Mary Hedges, both of Colden, NY, Lewis Hedges,
Esther(??) Alger(??), of Boston, EImer Chase and ??? Chase of Boston, Erie Co, NY.

On 8 Feb 1833, Silas Wheelock, Lewis' father, bought "lot 38, in township 7, range 6", 100 acres of
land in what is now Concord, N.Y. (or thereabouts), for $465 [1]. Shortly thereafter, in the same
year, 1833, Lewis moved onto this lot [2]. He built a mill (on Buffalo Creek, Waterville), and set up
farming operations [3]. Twelve years later, in 1845, Lewis was still living on the farm [4].

The following is a testimonial by Calvin Killom, a neighbor of Lewis:

"We moved over to Waterville about 1822 and located on lot thirty-eight, township seven, range six,
on what has since been known as the Whelock place. Our house was on a small flat on the north
part of the farm. There were no settlers in the northeast part of town when we came; there was no
road along the creek nor in any direction. Isaac Beaver came two years after and located on
Ransford Foot's flats. Robert Flint came in 1826 and settled on the Treat Place. Homer Barnes and
his father came about 1830 and built a sawmill. Abner Wilson came, and he and Barnes built a grist
mill. Hezekiah Griffith came about 1832, John Griffith and Lewis Whelock about '33..." [5]
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The 1860 Erie County Census shows Lewis living in Concord, NY, with 4 male children, and 4
female children. The Census taker had sloppy handwriting, but the following names can be clearly
discerned:

Orlando (age 25), Albert (age 21), Clarinda (age 19), Lewis (age 16), and Phoebe (age 9).

The 1870 Census shows Lewis living in Concord, NY, with his wife, Eliza, age 57 yrs; Cyrus (?),
age 21 years; and Phebe, age 18 years. All were born in NY, except Eliza, who birthplace is not
discernable.

The 1880 Census shows Lewis, age 72, farmer, living in Colden, Erie County, NY, with his wife
Eliza, age 66, born in PA, and his son, Cyrus, age 30, working in a sawmill. The Census indicates
Lewis' father was born in MA, and his mother was born in CT.

Lewis' obituary appears in the Buffalo Daily Courier Newspaper, 1 Dec 1881, and reads as follows:
"The death of Lewis Wheelock, one of the oldest residents of Erie County, occurred at Concord on
the 24th, The deceased was born in Batavia, Genesee County, Dec, 5, 1807 but shortly afterwards
removed to Erie county, where he resided for 70 years, 48 of which had been passed on his farm in
Concord, Mr. Wheelock leaves a family of 8 children, 2 of whom reside in this city."

The administration of his estate (Erie County Surrogate Court File # 24272) indicates "that he left
no will, so far as your petitioner, after diligen enquiry, has heard, or been able to discover".

Records on file at the Erie County Probate Office report that Lewis was buried in Sardinia, NY.

Lewis Wheelock is enumerated in the 1860 Federal Census, living in Concord,
NY, with his parents, age 16, implying a birth date of about 1844.

He is enumerated in the 1870 Census, age 25, living in East Hamburg, Erie Co,
NY, Cheese Maker, with Ada Wheelock, age 20, born in NY. This is most likely
Adelaide Churchill; see notes below.

Lewis and Adelaide moved to South Bend, Indiana, and are enumerated there

in the 1880 Census without children. Lewis' occupation was listed as "Agent for
the Iron Fence". His brother, Orlando is enumerated in the same town, with the
same occupation.

According to the Petition for Administration of his father's estate (Erie County
Surrogate Court File # 24272), Lewis lived in the town of Concord, NY, in 1884,
when the petition was filed. This same document identifies his middle initial as
"M".

A Lewis M. Wheelock, b. 3 May 1844, d. 1 June 1898 is buried in the Delevan

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Cemetery, Delevan, Cattaragaugus Co, NY, not far from Concord and Sardinia.
This is most certainly the same Lewis. His headstone is shared with member(s)
of the Churchill family.

The Cattaraugus County New York Obituary Scrapbook submitted by Painted
Hills Ggenealogy Society member Pam Davis
(http://www.paintedhills.org/CATTARAUGUS/cattobits.htm, Dec 2002) contains
a death notice for Adelaide Churchill Wheelock, wife of L. M. Wheelock. This,
along with the 1870 Census, and fact that Lewis M. Wheelock shares a
headstone with the Churchill family conclusively identifies Adelaide Churchill as
the wife of Lewis. M. Wheelock.

Pam Davis, a member of the Painted Hills Genealogy Society, submitted an
"Obituary Scrapbook” to the PHGS website at http://www.paintedhills.org, which
contains an obituary for Adelaide Churchill Wheelock. The original source, and
exact date of the notice is not recorded. The obituary reads as follows:

A SUDDEN DEATH:

Our village people were shocked Wed. at the report that Mrs. L.M. WHEELOCK
was dead. Death came as a flash. Only 3 minutes previous she had conversed
with her brother, D.S. CHURCHILL, and then lay down in a hammock, feeling as
well as usual. In an instant her heart ceased to beat and all was over. Heart
-disease was the cause. Since the death of her husband a little more than a
year ago, she has lived with her aged mother at their home on Forest Street in
this village. ADELAIDE CHURCHILL WHEELOCK was born in Springville 48
yrs. ago, and for many years resided in this village. Neighbors and friends are
heart-sick at the very sudden and untimely death of such an esteemed lady.
The funeral will take place this Fri. afternoon at 2 p.m. at the home of the
deceased's brother, D.S. CHURCHILL, on Delevan Street (her own home
undergoing repairs), and REV. SCOVIL of the Baptist Church will officiate..
Interment will be on the family lot in Mapledale.

[Source: "Historical Briefs, Hamburg
and Vicinity, Lancaster and Vicinity", Lyman Morris Smith, Author and Publisher, no date given.]

The 1850 NY Census shows that Silas was housing his father (Silas) and his father's second wife
(Sarah), in addition to his own children and wife. They were living in Hamburg, NY, at the time. The
1850 Census records Silas' age as 37, in disagreement with the 6 June 1811 birth date shown. (Of
course, the 7 might have been a 9.)

John Homer,
who went by the name Homer, is age 37 years, with wife Sarah, age 37; Amelia, age 8; Theodore,
age 6; Augustus, age 5; Zenas, age 1; and a 26 year old male, Moritz (?) from Germany.

Persis (Park) Ivett notes that the family appeared in Dayton in the 1860 Census, and in Fredonia in
the 1870 Census.

He is enumerated in the 1880 Census living in Pomfret, Chautauqua Co, NY, with is wife S. L.
Wheelock, and daughters Lelia, a school teacher, and Delia, "at home", both age 26. (Src: 1880
Federal Census, Pomfret, Chautauqua Co, NY, Enumeration District 67, page 550D).

His death notice in the Fredonia paper refers to him as Homer Wheelock. The notice reads as
follows:

"Wheelock, Homer, died 28 Mar 1887. In Dunkirk, in 74th year..funeral at house; buried Forest Hill
Cemetery. Resident of Pomfret some 20 yrs. Leaves wife and 7 children, 3 son, 4 daughters, all
grown to maturity. Z. E. Wheelock, superintendant of street railway is one of the sons."

The death notice in the Dunkirk Observer Journal, 29 Mar 1887 indicates that he lived on Canary
Street, Dunkirk.

In the "History of the City of Buffalo and Erie County, 1884" [1] it states that Homer was elected an
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elder of the First Presbyterian Church of Orchard Park in 1838, along with Richard Smith and David
C. Hough. Homer's parents, Silas and Rena, were both founding members of this church when it
was first organized in 1817.

An 1881 map of Villenova, found in the 1881 Chautauqua County Atlas, shows 73 acres, owned by
Joseph Wheelock adjacent to the south and west border of the cemetery where he is buried (on Rt
83, west of Hamlet center).

"Elder John Crandall of of Rhode Island and His Descendants”, by John Cortland Crandall, New
Woodstock, NY, 1949 gives Polly's birth date as 5 Sep 1827, and mistakenly states that she
married "Joseph H. Wheeler" in Dayton, NY. However, the book gives the correct death place for
Joseph (Hamlet, NY), and indicates that Polly died in 1899, which is consistent with her headstone
in the Hamlet Cemetery. The book is ambiguous about Polly's birth place, indicating first that she
and her siblings were born in lowa (pg 205), and later (pg 404) in Villenova, NY. The 1825 and
1830 NY Census shows her father living in Villenova, NY; so given Polly's 1826 (or 1827) birth date,
it is likely she was born there.

The descent of Polly's father, Daniel Stanton Crandall, from John Howland, a Pilgrim of Plymouth
Colony, is documented as follows: Daniel Stanton Crandall; son of Henry Francis Crandall and
Polly Denison; daughter of George Denison and Bethiah Crandall; son of Joseph Denison and Lucy
Chesebough; son of George Denison and Sarah Minor; son of George Denison and Mercy
Gorham; daughter of John Gorham and Desire Howland; daughter of John Howland and Elizabeth
Tilley.

The genealogy of William Harrison Wheelock, Sr. was derived from a letter written to Virginia Rees
Burdick by his grandson, Albert Wheelock; and by a typewritten note, written by one of William's
grandchildren (a child of Edward Silas Wheelock). This typewritten note was found in the private
records of Persis (Park) Ivett, a Wheelock genealogist; it's origins are not known. Nearly all of the
data from these two sources are consistent. Whenever an inconsistency was found, the data was
taken from the typewritten note, as this seemed more detailed, and thus more accurate.

The New York census of 1850 corroborates the information presented here. It identifies a William
H. Wheelock, age 13, residing in the household of Albert Wheelock, of East Hamburg, N.Y.

Albert wrote that some of his ancestors were from Hamburg, Germany. According to the 1850
Census records, the Dorst family was from Germany; and many of them lived close to the
Wheelocks in East Hamburg.

William Harrison had 8 children by his first wife. Albert and 3 of his boys (Albert, Edward, and
William) moved from Buffalo, N.Y. to Marion, Kansas circa 1880. His wife (Caroline Dorst) followed
him out with 4 daughters, but did not like it and returned to Buffalo. The letter states that William's
father had 7 brothers. It also states that William Harrison's oldest son (Jacob) was killed when he
was around 14 years old.

Though the source letter from Albert Wheelock, from which most of this information was derived,
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indicates that William H. Wheelock was from Buffalo, the N.Y. census of 1850 and 1860 place
William in East Hamburg, N.Y.

Caroline Dorst lived with her husband, William Harrison Wheelock in East Hamburg, NY. They had
eight children (3 boys, 5 girls). Circa 1880 William Harrison Wheelock, Sr. moved (with the 3 boys)
to Marion, Kansas, where he established a Ranch. Caroline followed with the daughters, but did not
like it, and returned to NY. William Harrison Wheelock remarried, so one can speculate that
Caroline and William must have divorced.

The source letter from Albert Wheelock, William Harrison Wheelock's grandson, states that William
was operating a ranch in Marion, Kansas, when he married Lida (Linda, Lidia - the handwriting is
unclear). Lida was a 25 year old widow at the time (circa 1886). The letter does not explicitly state
that they were married in Marion, but it is clear that she owned a hotel in Marion. Sometimes the
letter uses Timmer as her last name. Of the two last names (Coen, Timmer), one is probably her
maiden name, the other that of her first husband.

Oscar is enumerated in the 1870 Federal Census living in East Hamburg, NY, age 29, with Jennie
Wheelock, age 25.

Oscar is enumerated in the 1880 Federal Census living in East Hamburg, NY, age 39, born VT
(sic), with his wife Nancy Wheelock, age 35, born in NY, and children Hattie Wheelock, age 9, born
NY, Arthur Wheelock, age 7, born NY, Fred Wheelock, age 5, born NY, and Matie Wheelock, age
3, born NY.

He is enumerated in the 1920 Census living in Dunkirk, NY, age 79, with his wife Jennie, age 75.

Oscar appears on an original list of members of GAR Post 393 in Dunkirk, NY, date unspecified.
(Src: "Civil War Posts and Soldiers", compiled from the Military records by Donna Mills,
Chautauqua County Gen Web pages,
http://www.rootsweb.com/~nychauta/MILITARY/CIVPOST.HTM.)
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Larry Danker identifies the children of Oscar Wheelock as Dime (m. Frank Frey), Hattie (m. Lee
Taylor), Lee, and Fred. The 1880 Census confirms two of these - Hattie and Fred. Oscar
Wheelock's obituary refers to son O. Lee Wheelock, which is probably the Lee that Larry Danker
referred to. Dime's granddaughter indicates in an email that her correct name is Dawn, and
confirms her marriage to Frank Frey. Dawn and Frank Frey are enumerated in the 1920 Census
adjacent to Jennie and Oscar Wheelock in East Hamburg.

Oscar's obituary in the 17 Jan 1922 edition of the Dunkirk Evening Observer indicates that he is
survived by his widow, his sister Mrs. Laura Smith of Hamburg, two daughters, Mrs. J. Adelbert
Taylor and Mrs. Frank S. Frey, three sons, Raymond Wheelock of Buffalo, and Fred H. and O. Lee
Wheelock of Clarksburg, W.V.

Harry Wheelock's biological mother died of tuberculosis, leaving his father unable to care for him
and his 5 siblings. The six children were consequently let out for adoption. Three of the children,
Harry, Fanny, and Ella, were raised in the Fredonia area.
Fanny married John Hayes.

Ella later married a man named Clarence Sem and had 2 daughters, Mabel and Ethel.

Harry sent a birth announcement to his sister Fanny which reads as follows:
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"Anne Dana Wheelock announces the arrival of her baby sister on November seventeenth. She
hasn't been named yet, but hopes to be some day soon." (Source: This information was kindly
supplied by Susan G. Tanaka, granddaughter of Fanny Hayes. The child was later named Mary.)

Harry was originally from llion, NY. The last name of his biological parents was Ruddy. (Source:
Persis (Park) Ivett, Susan G. Tanaka.)

The Wheelock School in Fredonia, NY was named after Harry, who served on the school board
there. The names of his three children, Dana, Mary, and Anne were given by Robert Wurtz, whose
brother married Anne Dana Wheelock.

"Physician and Civic Leader, Dr. Harry E. Wheelock dies."

An illness of more than three years was fatal last Saturday (Aug 25, 1956) to Dr. Harry E.
Wheelock, 65, of 87 Central Avenue.

The popular physician, surgeon, and civic leader died in Brooks Memorial Hospital, Dunkirk. He had
been a patient there intermittently since he was stricken ill in Dec 1952.

Widely known for his professional skill, Dr. Wheelock was locally reknown for his leadership in the
field of education, and for active participation in many civic undertakings and organizations.

He had been a member of the staff of Brooks Memorial Hospital and of the Board of Directors of
Roswell Park Memorial Institute, Buffalo.

He held a fellowship grant from the American College of Surgeons, and received a Congressional
medal in recognition of his Warld War Il service as a member of the Board of Appeals of the
Selective Service Administration.

Dr. Wheelock served 19 years as a member of the Fredonia Board of Education and was its
president from 1939 until illness compelled his resignation in 1953.

He was a member of the Board of Visitors of the State University Teachers College until that body
was discontinued three years ago. In 1946 the college recognized his service by tendering him the
Alumni Association Award of Merit.

By public demand, the new grade school adjoining Fredonia High School was dedicated to him and
named the Harry E. Wheelock School in his honor in Oct 1954. Dr. Wheelock had by then resigned
from the Board of Education because of his illness, but he was able to view the dedication
ceremony from his automobile.
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Dr. Wheelock was born in llion, but came here at the age of three. He graduated from Fredonia
Normal School and took his medical degree at Jefferson Medical College, Philadelphia in 1914. He
began his practice at Jamestown the following year, interrupting it to join the Army Medical Corps in
World War 1.

After his seperation from the service as a first lieutenant, Dr. Wheelock returned to Jamestown
before coming back to Fredonia in 1921. He had since remained here enjoying one of the largest
and most successful practices in the area.

In 1934, Dr. Wheelock consented to be a candidate for the Board of Education for a three year
term. He won that election and six subsequent ones, frequently being endorsed by both local
political factions.

He was compelled to leave the board before the expiration of his final term and was replaced by
Harold A. Duncan. Simultaneously he had relinquished the presidency of the board, a post he had
held for 14 years and Mr. Duncan also assumed the position.

Dr. Wheelock was a member and former Vestryman of Trinity Episcopal Church. He was a former
president and remained an honorary member of the Fredonia Rotary Club. He also held
membership in the county, state, and national medical societies.

He is survived by his wife, Mrs. Clara Dana Wheelock, a son, Dr. Dana McKinstry Wheelock of
Buffalo; two daughters, Mrs. Harry Wurtz of Brookline, Mass, and Mrs. Milton M. Fenner of
Coraopolis, Pa, and five grandchildren.

The funeral was conducted Tuesday afternoon in Trinity Episcopal Church, Rev. M. A. Garland
rector, officiated. Burial was in Forest Hill Cemetery.

After Ellis was born, his mother developed a cough, which worsened over time. Seven or eight
months after the birth of her last child, Doris, Ellis's mother died.

Ellis came to know Josephine Else, a nurse at Mount Jewett Hospital in central Pa. Josephine's
family lived in Allenwood, Pa. After Ellis and Josephine were married, they moved to Allenwood,
where they had two children, William and Robert.

As it turned out, Josephine had tuberculosis and her health deteriorated after the birth of her
second child. Finally, after the birth of her third child, Harry, Josephine died.

Unable to adequately care for the children, Ellis gave up Harry for adoption to his sister, Dime, and
her husband. He passed William and Robert into the care of relatives.

In time, Ellis met Marion Fawcett, a student nurse at Warren State Hospital (where Ellis was
employed). They got along well and were married. When circumstances permitted, William and
Robert rejoined their father and new stepmother.

After Walter was born, Ellis, Marion, and their three children moved in with Ellis's father (Millard
Fillmore Wheelock) to help care for him, and to run his farm. This living arrangement didn't work
well and they soon moved out. Ellis took several different jobs, trying to find something that suited
him. Sometime after Betty was born, Ellis bought a small farm which he was able to develop into a
sustaining business. He, Marion and the four children settled on the farm and raised chickens.
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In 1963, long after all the children had left home, Ellis died of coronary insufficiency. He was buried
in Pinegrove Cemetery, Russell, Pa.

Ellis seemed to spell his name Elice at times, so there is some confusion as to the correct spelling.
The Social Security Death Index spells his name Ellis, but he was given the name Elice.

Marion was the first child of Marion Brown and Walter Fawcett. Born in Paisley, Scotland, in 1903,
she was at least the third generation of Marions, dating back to her grandmother, Marion Mackay.

Marion lived for a while at 14 Clarence St in Paisley, a 3 story brownstone, on a street filled with
brownstones.

At the age of 7 her mother died, shortly after giving birth to her sister, Ada.

After becoming a widower, her father decided to move the family to Canada. He left the children
behind in Scotland while he went to Canada and found employment. It is uncertain who took care of
Marion and her three siblings while her father was in Canada. Perhaps they stayed with relatives, or
perhaps they stayed in the care of the church.

When her father found employment with the Hudson Bay Company in Canada, he sent for the four
children. Family history has it that Marion and her siblings nearly crossed the Atlantic on the Titanic
(which sunk on 15 Apr 1912). But for reasons unremembered, they sailed another vessel, and
arrived safely in Canada in 1912. The port of entry was probably Quebec City. At the time, Marion
was 9 years old.

As a young woman, Marion found her way down to Warren, Pennsylvania where she became a
student nurse at Warren State Hospital. Here she met Ellis Wheelock. They struck up a relationship
and were married. Ellis was a widower, having previously married Josephine Else, who later died of
tuberculosis.

Marion and Ellis lived in Russell, Pennsylvania, where they ran a chicken farm. Ellis had three
children from his previous marriage (William, Robert, and Harry), two of whom lived with them.
Marion had two children with Ellis, Walter and Betty.

In 1963, long after the children had left home for lives of their own, Marion's husband died of
coronary insufficiency .
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Later, Marion married Andrew Lindell, a long time friend of the family. They lived together for awhile
in Warren, Pa. After Andrew died, Marion's mental faculties deteriorated. She began to loose her
short term memory, and it became dangerous for her to live alone. In the early 1970's she was
admitted to a nursing home in Chambersburg, Penn. where she lived out the remainder of her life.
For most of her time in the nursing home, she had no memories at all of her family, or her past.

In early 1995, she passed on quietly in the night. She was laid to rest at Pinegrove Cemetery, in
Russell, Pa. with Ellis.

Frank Emerson Wheelock, founder of the City of Lubbock, and one of the most influential early-day
citizens of the South Plains of Texas, was born in Holland (Erie County), New York, on April 11,
1863. The Wheelock family had come to America from England during the historic "Great Migration"
of the early seventeenth century to escape persecution by the Stuart Kings. The family immediately
assumed a leading role in the affairs of colonial New England. Frank Wheelock's parents, Dr.
William Efner (1842-1902) and Louisa Diane (Farrington, 18??-1869) Wheelock made their home in
New York, where Dr. Wheelock was a practicing physician.

After the death of his wife, while Frank Wheelock was yet a child, Dr. Wheelock moved to Madison,
Wisconsin, taking young Frank and his brother, William Ava Wheelock, with him. According to
family records, the father went on west to buy a farm in North Dakota, where the boys spent
summers with him. During the school terms, Frank stayed in Madison with his Uncle, Jerome
Wheelock, while William went to Moline, Ilinois, to stay with another Uncle.

In 1876, the Jerome Wheelocks moved to Moline taking Frank with them, and in 1878 the family
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moved to Minneapolis, Minnesota, where Frank finished school. His first employment was with S.J.
Palmer, a fruit commission merchant of Minneapolis, but in 1887 he accepted a new position as a
farm manager on the IOA ranch, an extensive livestock operation in West Texas. The Western
Land and Live Stock Company, which owned the IOA ranch, was controlled by Stillman W.
Wheelock, a great uncle of Frank Wheelock, who was a prominent businessman and civic leader of
Moline. Stillman Wheelock was president of the well-known Moline Plow Company, the Moline
Paper Company, and a number of other lllinois firms.

Frank Wheelock moved to Texas at the age of twenty-four, and from that time forward began to
play an important role in the development of the South Plains region. Although the ranch was
dissolved in 1892 following the death of his uncle, Frank Wheelock remained in Texas. He had
become interested in ventures of his own. His interest in building a town on the plains was
discussed by Rollie Burns, an IOA foreman:

In the spring of 1890, a real estate man by the name of W.E. Rayner came to Lubbock County and
began to talk about laying off a townsite and establishing a county seat...He wanted the good will of
some of the local citizens, and offered Frank (F.E.) Wheelock and myself ten lots each if we would
support him in his effort to get the county seat at Monterey. Wheelock and | had been watching his
activity, and decided that the matter of starting a town was not so involved. We told him our support
would cost a great deal more than ten lots apiece. He got mulish and said that was all he would
give. Wheelock and | decided to start a town of our own.

This they did, with financial support from John T. Lofton and James Harrison of Fort Worth, and
with Frank Wheelock as manager for the venture. Wheelock built the Nicolett Hotel which was to
become a Lubbock landmark, a store building, and put in a well and windmill. This activity prompted
Rayner, the rival town promoter, to suggest a compromise, which was effected December 19, 1890,
by an agreement between F.E. Wheelock, J.T. Lofton, James Harrison, W.E. Rayner, and H.
Rayner. A new section of land, where the town of Lubbock now stands, was selected as the site for
a joint town venture, and Wheelock was appointed to manage the affairs. The success of his
untiring efforts are witnessed today in the "Hub City" of the South Plains.

From that time on, Frank Wheelock's chief interest and occupation was the zealous promotion of
the civic affairs of his beloved city. He served as Lubbock's first mayor and was on the first Lubbock
County Commission, introduced the first cotton gin in Lubbock County, introduced the first
self-binding harvest machine in the county, brought the first Sudan seed to Lubbock, and was one
of the earliest breeders of registered Hereford cattle in the area. He also was Lubbock's first
postmaster, and promoted the first motor bus line operating out of Lubbock. He was further
interested in the development of the Lubbock Cemetery and the promotion of railroads and good
highways. His name is perpetuated in Lubbock in the Wheelock Addition of the City and in the F.E.
Wheelock School.

He continued private business ventures as a rancher and cattle-man, as a partner with Irving L.
Hunt in the mercantile firm of Hunt and Wheelock, and as a financier.
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Wheelock was married on December 9, 1891, to Sylvia Belle Hunt (1874-1944), a sister of Irving L.
Hunt. This union was blessed with a thriving family of seven children: Cyril Efner Wheelock
(1893-1946), Eva Minnette (Wheelock) Jarrott, Elwin Bryan Wheelock, Howard Emerson Wheelock,
Fern Marie (Wheelock) Conley, William Irvin Wheelock, and Edith Annette (Wheelock) Tipps.

Frank Emerson Wheelock passed away in Lubbock on June 28, 1932. His death was mourned by
the entire city. An editorial in the Lubbock newspaper said of him: "We should now lose sight of
those makers of civilization-- those who braved dangers and hardships to make frontier history and
pioneer achievement."”

Dr. Wheelock was awarded membership in the American College of Physician Executives, the
nation's only educational and professional organization for physicians in medical management.
Known for his close association with the WCA Home on Temple Street in Fredonia, Dr. Wheelock
had served as president of its board of directors and played an instrumental role in the home's
major expansion project.

Born in "The County Gore" according to Vital Records. The "County Gore" was the term used for
the section of Charlton that is now referred to as the Northside. At the time of Benjamin's birth, this
section of land was part of Oxford, and had not yet been annexed to Charlton. It was a sort of "no
man's land" without proper participation in Oxford town affairs.

This is partly what drove Benjamin's father, David, and his uncle, Jonathan, to sign a petition, 12
June 1750 to separate from Oxford and form Charlton. [1]

Benjamin's father, David, was active in town affairs, having served on the board of selectmen
several times. Record of a Benjamin Wheelock (very likely this same Benjamin) is listed in Charlton
town records [2] as having served on the board of selectmen in the years 1786, 1787, and 1797.
The Vital Records of Charlton, Spencer, Sturbridge, and Worcester make no mention of children
born to Benjamin and Elizabeth; but the names of his children - sons Abner, David, Kiron, Salem,
daughters Ruth Morey, Fanny Dunbar, Nelly Jones, Charlotte Bemis - are found in the Worcester
County Probate records, case 63622.

Benjamin's son David may be the same David that married Sukey Packard, and lived in Readfield,
Kennebec Co, ME. For a discussion, see the notes for David.

Adjacent is the
headstone of Salem A. Wheelock, died 9 Jan 1813, at age 7 months; and Abner Wheelock, d. 14
Nov 1881, age 59 yrs, 5 months. Carlyle Wheelock and Winifred Gonseth confirm that these are the
children of Abner in "Wheelock Genealogy", 1955. The other children are recorded in the Charlton
VRs.

The marriage of Abner to Mary Converse is recorded in the Charlton Vital Records, but all children
of Abner are listed in the Vital records as being born to Abner and Polly. Polly was a common
nickname for Mary. Since the Charlton Vital Records show the birth of Polly Converse in 1781, to
Daniel Converse and Mary Wheelock, it is highly likely that Polly's baptismal name was Mary, and
that she was called Polly to avoid confusion with her mother.
